
(c) be a Canadian citizen, hold a valid Canadian passport and
reside in Canada, or be a Spanish citizen, hold a valid Spanish
passport and reside i Spain;

(d) hold or have sufficient resources to purchase a return ticket
and bave thie financial resources needed to support themiselves
at the beginning of their stay, such financial resources to be
determined. by the Parties, i accordance with their respective
legisiation, through an exchange of diplomatic notes;

(e) before entering thie other Party's tcrritory, agree to purchase
medical insurance, mncluding hospitalization and repatiation,
for the MuI period of their authorized stay;

(t) pay applicable duties and taxes; and

(g) as the case may bc:

(i) show that they have obtaied a pre-arranged contract
of employment; or

(ii) provide documents proving registration i a
post-secondary institution i their home country and
that they have obtained. a pre-arranged intemnsbip; or

(iii) provide documents proving registration i a
post-secondaiy institution and confirm their plan to
vacation i the temrtoiy of thic other Party and
possibly work on a casual basis i order to icrease
their financial resources; or

(iv) confirmn their plan to vacation i the territory of the
other Party and possibly work on a casual basis i
order to icrease their financial resources.

2. Qualified citizens may benefit twice from flic application of this
Agreement under two different categories among those set out i Article 2. The
period of each stay may not exceed onecyear. Inail cases, there shail be a
nminimum three-month period between thic two stays.
