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If our concern is wider and our hopes for improvement are greater than
in the past, then our disappointments can be greater too, at the slow progress
in some fields. It is easy enough for fear, hatred and arrogance to dominate
human and national relations. The only answer is to maintain the momentum of
a drive for a sane world order in which a profound concern for human welfare
and justice will guide nations towards rational solutions of their differences.
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
