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Whereupon the Parliamentary Secretary to the Minister of Publie Works
(Mr. McCleave> raised a point of order to the effect that, as the bill contained
a money provision, it was not open to any Private Member to present such
a bil.

And debate arising on the point of order;

Mr. Speaker ruled that the point of order was well taken and that, as the
bill could only be introduced upon the reconunendation of the Crown and after
a resolution had been adopted in a Comxnittee of the Whole, the bull was not
in order.

From this Ruling the honourable Member for Skeena (Mr. Howard)
appealed to the House.

And the Members having been called in;

Mr. Speaker reported that the question was an appeal to the House from
the above Ruling.

And the question being put by Mr. Speaker; "ShaU the decision of the
Chair be sustained?"-It was decîded in the affirmative on the following
division:
