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States except in very rare cases they do not
have the lnand forces and the water forces in
the samne station. In the interests of economy,
I wauld ask the minister if it wauld not be
advisable ta leave the lanýd forces where they
are, and to establish the water force~s at
Trenton.

Mr. RALSTON: I do not think my hon.
friend gat the figures that I gave. I pointed
out that if we stay at Borden we will still
have ta make a very substantial permanent
expenditure of something ovar une million
dollars; the buildings there are flot fireproof
and we have had over haîf a million dollars
fire lusses; that wve have $1,700,000 worth of
technical equipment and stores there and
therefore Borden would have ta have perma-
tient structures if we were ta stay there. In
zidd:t'on ta tl.,t, if niy hon. friendfs suggestion
were accepted we would have ta have another
base for seaplýane training at Trenton or
same other suitable place.

Mr. MANIOIN: I did not mention Tran-
tan particularly. I meant the point decided
on.

Mr. RALSTON: It would mean nut only
double expenditure in connaction with plant,
but also double overhead. Dealing with what
my hon. friend from Kingston-

Mr. TUMMON: Mîgýht I just say a word
befora the minister proceads? Referance was
made ta the air organizatian in the United
States. Is it nlot a fact that there thay
have two different services while in Canada
wa have only one?

Mr. RALSTON: That is the answer. In
the United States thare are three air services
as a matter of fact, the navy, the military
and the Department of Commerce. Here ail the
air services ara combined under ane depart-
ment. One hon. membar said that the United
States have 53 training stations whila we have
ana central station. I think our form of cam-
hined organization will lead the committea
ta the conclusion that it is in the intarests
of economy that we combine aur seaplane
and land plane training if wa possibly can.
That is what wve are endeavouring ta do. We
are not scra-pping Camp Bordan as a per-
manent aviation plant; it neyer was such.
Thare is, as I have said, plant at Borden ta
the value of $234.000 which might be utilized
in cannection with a combîncd station; but
when you got through with spending ovar a
million dollars yoti would have only a land
plane base, with disadvantages which 1 need
not take the tima of tha committea to
enumerata. 1 cao assure hon. membars that
the mattar bas hean carafully ]oaked inta

by the officers of the department, and they
say that Borden cannot be made a suitable
place for an aviation training station. My
hon. friend said that the British authorities
reported something to the contrary. 1 think
he will find that that is flot so. They simply
took an army concentration camp such as
we had and adapted it as an aviation camp;
but it was not primarily an aviation camp
and was not s0 constructed.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: May 1 mention
that it takes a littie time to arrange for
the proceedings, of prorogation, a number of
matters having, to be considered in connection
therewith. I ivould suggcst, therefore, ta
the committee that we leave over for the
time being items that are likely ta be dis-
cussed at some length and dispose of what
might be termed non-contentions items, in
order that the government may be able to
form some ides as to the hour at which pro-
rogation can be arranged. We have taken
nearly one hour on this single item. I think
we might well proceed with other items and
take up this particular item again if it is
going ta involve much more in the way of
discussion.

At different times there
was talk of its being thruwn open for sale.
A number of peuple wrote ta the department
aski:ng ta be given an uppurtunity ta hid.
There are letters on the file showing that
departmcntal officiaIs promised ta notify
some of these people when the land would
ha offared for sale. Howevar. it was flnally
withdrawn in 1926 and remained as pasture.
Later on apparently a certain party got after
this land and it was sold ta him privataly at
a good deal less than its actual value. One
of the gentlemen who had correspondence
with the d'partment, a barristar and real
estatea nPent. tells me. that ha had offers
