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In s0 far as the commission is concerned,
the answer to both parts of the question is
no. However, it is pointed out that (a) the
holidays mentioned in section 62 of the Civil
Service Act were authorized by parliament;
(b) Time off on religious holidays was au-
thorized by the cabinet.
