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steps were taken lby wny advisers to facilitate
the readjustmnent of business, and te provide
employment. Orders in Council embodying the
measures adepted will be laid befure you with-
out delay.

A Bill relating to the franchise. with such
provisions as are necessary having regard to
existing conditions. and providing among other
things for efiectually enabljng women to vote,
and eonferrlng upon them the privilege of sitting
In ParliamTent, *wIi be submltted for yeur con-
sideration.

TYour attention will aiso be lnvlted to Buis
nrovlding fer aid in the construction of high-

ways; fer assistlng returned soldlers In estab-
lishing themselves upon the land. and for pro-
moting desirable Immigration and tarrn settle-
ment.

Buis wlll aise be submlitted. for the promotion
of vocational educatien; for the creation of a

Departmnent of Publie Health; for ,promotlng
botter houslng conditions throughout the

Dominion by loans made for -the purpose te the

several Provincial Governmenýts, and for the

validation by Parlianient of Orders In Council
prohibiting the importation and manufacture of
intoxicating beverages. and the transportation
thereof loto any communlty where their sale Is

contrary ta law. Other necessary legislation
dealing with inatters, Includlng pensions to

soldiers -and their dependents, now .regulated by
Orders In Counel, will be laid before you. Fur-

ther Important measures, designed te proinote
the welf are and prosperity of the people In the
new era, of reconstruction, social as well as
material, upon which the world 'bas entered,
wlll be recomrnended ta your consideration. -

After more than four years of war, and not-

withstandlng the sudden dislocation brought
about by the urtnistlce, Canada's Industrial,
conmmercial and financial stabltty has been well
maintained. It in the expeotation that In addi-
tion ta business arisIng froni the resumption of
public and private undertakings In Canada
which were suspended by the war, and needed
improvements and betterments throiughout the
Dorrinion, Canada will obtain substantlal par-
ticipation In thç expansion of expert trade
following the conclusion of the war, and the
liberation of commnerce from the restraints
which. have existed durlng its continuance.
Steps have been taken by my advisers te pro-
mnote and faciliate such participation.
