Amongst the brilliant company who each year
cross the seas to lecture on American platforms,
Mr. S. K. Ratcliffe holds a place of singular
distinction and honour.

He was chosen to describe from Washington,
for the British Isles and Western Europe, the
inauguration of President Roosevelt; and in
August, 1935, to deliver from London to North
America Sunday radio addresses on the Euro-
pean outlook. On the night of the last British
General Election (November 14, 1935) he
made the transatlantic broadcast of the results.
