every of You be and appear to treat do at and dpnclude upon
thofe things which inOur faid Affembly, by the Common Council
of Our faid Province by the Favor of GOD may be ordained. In
Teftimony whereof thefe Our Letters we have caufed to be made
Patent, and the Great Seal of Our {aid Province to be hereunto
affixed.
