The “Epistle”
is addressed to Chief Justice Jonathan Belcher of Nova
Scotia, son of Governor Jonathan Belcher, and is signed,
“Your Honour’s most affectionate Kinsman and faithful
Friend and Servant, Mather Byles,” and dated “Boston,
January, 20, 1772.” [Rev. John Secombe was a Congre-
gational minister settled at Chester, Nova Scotia.]
