In-~
deed the show has quite other objects
and the éncouragement of the live
gtock trad'e which naturally follows on
guch a successful exhibition will tend
io imprdve laber conditions as much as
anything of the kind can do, and will,
moreover, tend also to lower the high
cost of living, which was another ele-
ment of woe in- Mr. McBride's general
lamentation. City dwellers, like the
alderman, are apt to forget the extent
to which those who stick to the pave-
ment are dependent upon the labors of
those who follow the plow and over-
flow the milk pail. Any little en-
couragement which the city can ex-
tend to the farmer and his flock is
more than repaid in the long run.
We do not think that there has been
any real objection to the live stock
show from any quarter but one, ani
that is occupled by a few gentlemen
associated with the National Exhibi-
tion. Why they should have got cold
feet over a show which covers a dif-
ferent field from that which the Na-
tional can cover, at a season of the
year when the exhibits are of a differ-
ent character, or in a different stage
of development, it is hard to say. The
National Exhibition ‘cannot get the
clase of live stock at the end of Aug-
ust which comes to the live stock ex-
hibition, any more than it could get
poultry in the same first-class condi-
tion then that the later shows do. A
sguccessful fruit and flower show can-
not be held in August any more thain
the hockey finals could be pulled off
in July. All this talk about compe‘i-
tion injuring the big fair is hardly
worthy of the gentlemen who ai.
running it, and who are not expected
to be dominated by the same point of
view that would be adopted in a rural
village community. There were iwo
big circuses in Toronto this year,and
neither complained of hard times nor
of competition. The city is quite large
enough to support the exhibition and
the live stock show algo, as soon as
the citizens are ‘o the success
and importance of each. A first at-
tempt was no fair trial for the live
stock show, but this year should be a
much satisfactory the
matter of attendance and gate
ceipts.  More has been ai-
tained, and those in charge of the af-
fair are perhaps fully imbued
with the responsibility of their under-
taking. At all events, they have now
got their warrant, and it rests with
them to better last year's splendid ex-
hibit, while it rests with the public
io show their appreciation of an event
which is not rivaled on the contineat.

FINDING THEIR FEET.

Hearst has a personal grudge
against Col. Roosevelt, but he would
support him against Wilson.
The Republicans are undoubtedly
finding their feet and it would not be
surprising to see the party reorganized
on progressive Mnes and become again
a formidable factor in American poli-
tics. They scarcely hope to carry the
congressional elections this fall, but
they will probably gain some seats
and be able to give the president some
trouble in the next house,
When a party is turned out of power
in the United States it relegates to the
scrap heap the unfortunate president
whose administration failed to retain
the confidence of the people. Hence
My, Taft has no place or authority in
the Republican party, which has no of-
ficial leader and will have none until’
the national convention two Yyears
hence. But Mr, Roosevelt has a big
personal following and his deliverances
carry more weight than those coming
from Republicans senators and con-
gressmen,
A great deal may happen within the
next two years to change the present
outlook, but the réturn of Roosevelt
to the !;cpubhcun party would make
the president's re-élection anything
but a walkover.

SOME SLEEPY SENTINELS,

A good many issues are presented
to the Manitoba electors, who on Fri-
day next will determine the fate of the
Roblin government. The Liberals, for
example, are pledged to submit the
question of provincial-wide prohibition
to a plebiscite; they also promise votes
for women and direct legislation. But
they are also pledged to radically
change the educational system of the
province, and it is upon the school
question that the election will turn.

The Orangemen are severely con-
demning the amendments made to the
School Act by the Roblin government
in 1912, and the Liberals have prom-
ised to repeal them. These amend-
ments facilitate the incorporation of
denominational schools in the public
school system, and to a certain extent
the law, as it has stood upon the sta-
tute book ever since the present gov-
ernment came into power, leans in
that direction. It sanctions race and
religious distinctions in the schools,
and it is difficult to see how anything
like the public school system of the
United States can be evolved in Mani-
toba under the School Act as it stands
and as it will remain under the Roblin
government. ‘' The parents or guardians
of twenty-fiyve school children in a
rural district and of forty school chil-
dren in any city may require the em-
ployment of a qualified teacher of
their own religious belief, and where
there are ten or more pupils whose
native tongue is not English their pa-
rents may require employment of a
teacher speaking the same language.

Meanwhile Sir Rodmond bids fair
to get the bulk of the foreign vote,
and he is said to have the French
Catholic vote, headed by Archbishop
Langevin of St. Boniface. His only
danger lies in the open opposition of
the Orangemen, who will vote against
him on the school question. But what
aid are the supporters of the national
school system receiving from the
newspapers of Ontario? The World
has stated what the issue is, apd so
we believe has The Glebe. But we
have seen no mention of the Manitoba
school question in The News or The
Telegram. These papers, and others
we might name, are valiant in de-
nouncing bilingualism in Ontarjo. Can
it bé that they want Sir Rodmond to win
even tho his victory means separate
schools for Manitoba and a half dozen
different languages dominant in various
parts of the province? For it is a
curious situation presented in Mani-
toba, where the Liberals carry banners
demanding that “every child must re-
ceive an English education.” And
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ST. LOUI®’ ADVANCED CHARTER.
8t. Louis, Missouri, with a popula-
tion approximating three-quarters of
a milliod, is the latest addition to the
list of commission-governed cities. Its'
mew charter, introducing a.merit sys-
tem, a legislative assembly -of one
house and the initiative, referendum
and recall, was adopted on Wednesday
last and will go into general effect
within sixty days. In addition it cen<
tralizes executive powers in the mayor
and ‘controller and confers broad pow-
ers of municipal ownership.
are the changes which the revised
qh&rter entails that nearly three years
will elapse before the offices are com-
pletely reorganized to conform with
its provisions. '
Next April the new board of twenty-
eight aldermen will succeed the mu-
nicipal assembly as it has hitherto
existed. These aldermen will be nom-
inated at large and elected at large,
and, as indicated, their duties will be
purely legislative. Responsibiity for
the executive part of the city govern—
ment will rest after 1917, when the
terms of the present mayor and con-
troller. expire, with thelr elected suc-
cessors. All other officials wiil here-
after be appointed by the executive
and all applications for city positions
not elective or appointive will be
pass<d upon by an efficiency board of
three members appointed by the
mayor, only two of whom can belong
10 the same political party.
The controller will, under the new
charter provisions, be the head of the
department of finanee, but the eity
budget itself, the allotments to the
various deparimentis and the tax rate
will be attended 1o by a board of esti~
mates composed of the mayor, the
controller and the president of the
board of aldermen, Jn this the new
charter for 8t, Louis follows the later
developments of city government in
the United States. The whole tendency
is to concentrate executive power in
a few hands, who cannot refuse 1o ac~
cept responsibility 'and who, in the
event of fallure, can easily be traced.
8t. Louis has gone a little further
than other municipalities in the con-
centration of executive power, subject
to revision by popular vote, Its eiti-
zens, gan vevise ecffectually thru the
right of'initidtive, referendum and re-
call, and the operation of the new
¢harter in a city of metropolitan size
cannot but pe watched with keen.in-
terest.

TO PROBE FIRE BRIGADE
DECISION AT MONTREAL

Canadian ~ress Despatch.

MONTREAL, July 7.—Information
which has reached the board of con-
trol, charging irregularities in the fire
department, will be made Lthe subject
of a rigid and searching investigation,
according to a statement made this
morning by Controller E. N. Hebert.

The charges are understood to con-
cern not only ‘the lending of money
to a fire department official by a con-
tractor, but also the sale of fire de-
partment supplies of hay in bales by
members of the rank and file of the
department.

“According to the information we
have received,” the controller said to-
day, “a scandalous state of affairs ex-
ists in the department.”
