,1. To settlers purchasing lands thru
the board, the amount is,$40,495,616,
of which over $27,000,000 is for land
purchase, $3,000,000 for improvements
and $10;000,000 for stock and equip-
ment.

- 8. To.settlers .who
their own, $3,419,406.
- Forty thousand five .hundred and
fifty-eight returned soldiers have ap-
plied for the benefits of the act, and
30,798 of these have obtained ' agri-
cultural qualification certificates qual-
ifylng them to receive loans for ag-
ricultural purposes undér the board's
echeme. A large number of these
30,793 applicants are seeking land on
which to locate and many of them ex-
pect to be on their own farms in the
spring. :
