To this Sir Oliver replied that no
member having been appointed to
such an office, and no ex-member, ex-
cept when it was ascertained that the
appointment was the desire of the
people, or when there was some other
good reason, it was not the intention
to introduce any legislation.

Ihe Kingsion caeccaion trial

The next question directed the atten-
tion of the Government to the jucg-
ment of the trial judges in the King-
ston election petitioh, and asked if it
was the intention to submit the-judg-
ment to the Legislature in any other
way than by printing it in the Votes
and Proceedings, and also if it was the
intention to amend the law in the di-
rection of increasing the certainty of
proper punishment being imposed upon
all persons guilty of bribery.

Sir Oliver replied that the Govern-
ment would be glad to discover anv
practical means not yet provided. of
preventing or diminishing bribery in
elections.
