He was called
as a Crown wi but gave good evl-
dence for the defence, In the first place
he sald that Gerald Sifton did not, as
far as he was aw know of the con-
tents of Joseph ton's will, He sald
he had never asked for an inquest.

In cross-examination Mr., Johnston g0t
tite facts about the famous butter paper
will, made on the night before the tragedy,
before the jury, and all about Edgar Mor-
den and his doings with it. John Sifton
had .entered suit egainst [Morden and
gained a verdict, having proved that the
butter paper will was a forgery.

By John Waters, registrar of Middle-
sex, it was attempted to prove that Ger-
ald Sifton was financially involved and
in such ecircumstances that the death of
his father would afford great rellef and
a great inheritance.

Mr. Johnston objected.- He pointed out
that there was no evidence that Sifton
knew the contents of his father’s will,

The court upheld the objection.

This decision wasg unexpectéd, and quite
disconcerted the Crown, and a littlé later
an adjournment was made to enable the
Crown counsel to consult.

David Leckie identified the knife found
in the straw in the Sifton barn mow as
the one he had lent Joseph Siftom a few
days before his death.

Martin Morden was recalled. He sald

heritance to him (Sifton). He would not
swear to the day or month the comnversa-
tion took place, nor anything more about
it. BSifton had said to him, “Everything is
willed to ;me.” That, Rhe wremjembered
distinctly.

“Why did you not tell of it when in fhe
box the other day?”’ asked His Lordship.

“I did not think it was necessary,” sald
Morden.

Edward Peters, a neighbor, said that
there had bheen trouble between Joseph
and Gerald Sifton, because of Joseph call-
ing Mrs. Sifton names. He said he would
have been mad, too, if his wife had been
called such a name. Joseph Sifton was
8 quarrelsome man.

An adjournment was here taken to per-
mit of consultation of Crown lawyers.

Dr. Willlams stated that neither Sifton’s
skull nor Dr. MacNelil’s evidence as to the
conditions he found told any such story
as that told by Walter Herbert of the
number of blows from two such powerful
men delivered with intent to kill,
