Mr. Carruthers denied having made any
such statement to Macdonald, and said
he did not know accused even had a
vote. He caused the information to be
laid against Macdonald.

T. C. Robinette, K.(}., applied for
restitution of the property found on
Louis D. Bailey, who was acquitted on
Saturday of robbing his street railway
fare box. Judge McDougall ordered that
‘the money and tickets found ‘in
Bailey’'s pouch be returned to him,|
but the loose tickets and ‘“‘digger’” must |
remain in court, at least for the pres-'
ent. Mr. Robinette did not include
the “digger” in his application.

London, Sept. 29.—Congresses
tinue to be held on various subjects, the
two most interesting of this week being
the Congregationalists at Glasgow and
the Roman Catholics at Newport, in
Monmouthshire. At the latter Dr.
Hedley, bishop of the diocese, devoted
his presidentilil address to -the immense
inftuences of the modern press and the
best way of counteracting its hostile in-
tluences. He said it was acknowledged
from the Pope downwards that the only
way to neutralize it was to work a rival
press, since it was quite impossible to
capture it. The difficulty was how to
give a rival press, moral and religious,
anything like the ubiquity of the gen-|
eral press. Undoubtedly the Oxford and
Cambridge converts had done the most |
effective work in Catholic literat¥%re in
the last fifty years. This he attributed |
to the fact that the converts had learn-
ed the language of the great world, had |
mixed with men who knew what excel-|
lence was, and had been taught to use
their English tongue. |

In order that the full power of the
Catholic body might be exerted on the
secular press by means of a rival press
he would like to see “a great company |
with a large capital, guided by men of!
determined and business-like views, |
with fastidious ideals, and the zealous|
co-operation of Catholics of position,‘
possessed of literary attainments thru-!

Rev. W.| T. D. Dunn of Carbonear,
Nfid., is the guest of Rev. Dr. Driggs.
He is on his way home from the gen-
eral conference at Winnipeg. In an in-
trview he asserted that confederation
was not a live question in the colony,
one of the chief reasons why this is so
being the general prosperity, the peo-
ple apparently being satisfied to remain
as they are. There seems to be a feel-
ing, he said, that confederation would
mean direct taxation. The staple in-
dustry of the island is fishing, and a
market is essential. For this reason
the people look with favor upon . the
scheme of reciprocity with the United
States. If Canada could take their
fish they would be satisfied with con-
federation. Mr. Dunn says the island
is intensely loyal to the Crown. As to
the French shore question, he thought
it would he satisfactorily settled if the
island were annexed to Canada.
