The increasing number of “diph-
theria” placarde in South Runnymede
and Humbercrest districts in the past
few days has caused considerable
alarm and misunderstanding in these
digtricts, which include the areas of
the King George and, K the Humber-
crest public schools.

Dr. C. A. Warren, medical officer
of -health for York township, stated
to The World last night that the sit-
uation was ‘pretty bad at present.”
The doctor advised that any publica-
tion be explanatory rather than of an
alarming nature,

At the meeting_ of S. S. No. 29,
which includes George Syme and
King George schools it was learned
that the epidemic was confined to

e section south of Dundas served
by King George school and that there
hiad been two deaths, Examination
had been made of over 400 children,
and assurance was given that mat-
ters were progressing favorably.

Dr. Warren explains the spreading
of the epidemic at the start as com-
ing from carelessness on the part of
those homes under quarantine, or
dieregard of the restrictions of law in
those cases. The swab- reports since
the meeting of the board show that
there were eleven “diphtheria car-
riers,’ one of waom was a teacher.
The homes,  of all these carriers have
been placed under quarantine,
giving outwardly the appearance of
an inereasing epidemic. “The bread-
winners of these families have freé-
dem to come and go,” explained the
health officer, “but steps had to be
taken to bring the trouble under
control. 1If those afflicted will stay
at home two weeke and abjde in-
structions the trouble will be over.
But where you have diphtheria you
may expect deaths.”

Supervision Best,

Asked ‘regarding the closing of the
echools. as was being advocated by
some in the district, Dr. Wegrren said,
“No, the authorities have found that
better results are obtained where there
is some , supervision, and the sick
pupils sent home, rather than have
them mixing promiscuously without
supervision, 5

Answering inquiry
diphtheria in Weston Dr. Ji k.
Meldrum, medical officer, informed
that Weston had nothing whatever of
that nature. There was one cose in
Cottage Row a few weeks" ago, but
that has recovered.

Last winter 30 carriers were found
in the 700 pupils attending the
Weston schools. The carniers were
all placed under quarantine, but it
was not considered necessary to do
s0o with the homes because instruc-
tions were followed,

EXPORT PRICES
- FOR NEWSPRINT

Canadian Export Company ls-
sues Schedule Showing
Large Advances.

Montreal, June 1.—The Canadian Ex- |
port Paper Company, Limited, this
morning announced its schedule of ex-
port newsprint paper prices for the
third and fourth quarcers of the cur-
rent year, the new prices showing very
large advances over those prices pres-
! ently prevailing on their export paper
prices. .

For the third quarter of 1920, which
commences July 1 next, the new prices
will be 5%c a pound, mill, which és
equivalent to $110 per ton.

For the fourth quarter of 1820, which
commences Oct. 1 next, the new price
will be 8%c a pound, mill, which¥is
equivalent to $130 a ton.

The Canadlan Export Paper Com-
pany, Limited, controls approximately
$25,000,000 per annum of the export
paper output of five of the leading
Csnadian newsprint producers.

It. is generally expected that the
other Canodian producers of newsprint
paper in Canada will advance their
prices in line with those adopted by
the Export Paper Company, as is usu+
ally the case, and that for the last six |
months of this year the highest prices |
yet paid for export newsprﬁt irom|
Canada will be netted by the com-
panies,
