ANNUAL REPORT OF.
CANADIAN PACIFIC

Decreased Earnings and Increas-

ed Working Expenses Makes

I New Motion Photos

Difference of Three anda Haif
Millions. '

T

The annual report of the . Canadian

Pacific Railway shows that the. gross
earnings for the year ended June 30,
1908, amounted to $71,384,173, and the
working expenses to $49,501,807, leaving
a net balance of $21,792,366. In the pre-
vious year the gross earnings were $712,-
217,527, and the working expenses, $46,-
914,218, leaving the net earnings at $25,-
303,308. To .this had - to: ‘be added
$1,112,759 earned by the steamships in ex-
cess of the monthly amounts, and .an-
other: $1,541,874 interests "and dividends
on various railway bonds held by the
company, making a total of $24,446,990.
From this, fixed. charges to the amount
of $8,770,076 had to be . deducted, leaving
a surplus on. the year of $15,676,922, as
against a surplus of $10,156,033 .in the
previous  year. After payment of $80,000
to the pension account, 800,000 -to the
steamship replacement account, and $14,-
832,648 for the various dividends, there
remained a net surplus for.the 'year: of
5,579, 715, as against a net surplus for
the previous year of $9,339,003.

The working expenses . for the yeér
amounted to 6947 per cent.’.of the groes
earnings, and- the net eafnings . to 30.53
per cent., as compared with 6496 and
35.04 per ceht. respectively, in 1807. -

control of :the Alberta Railway and Trri-
gation” Company, at a cost of $2,000,000.
This company owns. 113 miles of railway
in Southern Alberta, as well .ag an 1m-
portant colliery, and about 425,000 acres
of land, part of which is served py irri-
gation ditches.. ¥or some time it had
been operated by its owners as & cloke
friendly ' eonnection .of your ‘company,
yielding to your ‘lines a large  revenue
from traffic interchanged, and furnishifg
the company .and settlers. along. the rail-
way ‘a supply of coal. / | i

As to the proposal to ing¢rease’ the or-
dinary -capital from $150,008,000 :to, $200,-
000,000, the report says /that “while re-
commending this increase as a; precau-
tionary measure, there is mo immediate
necessity for issuing any portion of ‘the
additional amount, as you._ have ample
funds in hand, but with your vast: pro-
perty in a growing countyy sthe demands
for works, and more particularly for roll-
ing stock, involving large outlay, are sure
to continue, and your directors should be
in a position to meet these: promptly
when they arise.” { !

He ‘was appoint-
ed two years ago a member of the Theo-
logical Commission preparatory to the
holding of a general council of the Cath-
olic church in Canada.

Dr. Macdonald has always been an in-
defatigable worker. While. attending with
a most conscientious care - to:his appoint-
ed duties, he found time to wrife exten-
sively for such Catholic organs as the An-
tigonish Casket, the American Ecclesiastic
al Review, The Homolectic and other Ca-
tholic publications on both ‘sides ‘of the
Atlantic.
