" HAD LIVELY TIME YESTERDAY

SUCCEEDS DR. PARKHURST.

First Struggle in Labor Con-
ventlon Came on Motion te
Unseat Flint Glass Workers.

Denver, Col., Nov. 10.—The first real strug-
gle in the twenty-eighth annual convention
of the American Federation of Labor occur-

red this afternoon on the report of the creden |

tials committee and resulted in the unsecat-
ing of the delegates of the Flint Glass ‘Work-
ers’ Association by an almost unanimous vote.

On the fifth day of the convention the cre-
dentials committee reported seating all dele-
gates except those of the Electrical Workers,

whose case was referred to a special com-

mittee: the operative Plasterers’ Assoclation
and the Flint Glass Workers,

The Operative Plasterers’ case was refer-
red to a epecial committee this afternoon.
The reason for refusing them seats was be-
cause of their application for a charter hav-
ing arrived too late to be acted on.

The other cases being disposed of, the con-
test over the seating of the Flint Glass Work-
ers’ delegates was begun. For many years
the Flint Glass Workers were members of
the federation, but withdrew on account of
a controversy growing out of a question of
jurisdiction with the Glass Bottle Blowers’
Association. Having scceded from the feder-
ation, the Flint Glass Workers’ Association

cannot be restored to membership, according
to the constitution, while it is in contrbver-
sy over jurisdiction with an organization be-
longing to the federation.

T. H. Rowe, president of the Flint Glass
Workers’ Association and elected as delegate
from the Ohio State Federation, led the con-

other delegates who are barred out by the
report of the committee. Mr. Rowe protested
in vehement language against the action of
the committee, saying that an enforcement
of the letter of the constitution against him-
self and his comrades was equivalent to *‘gov-
ernment by injunction.”

John Mitchell svose in support of the ex-
clusion of the Flint Glass Workers, and
Dennis Hayes, of the Glass Bottle Blowers'

The vote was then taken unseating the
Flint Glass men.

A number of resolutions were sent to the
secretary’s desk just b&ore adjournment, one
of them introdliced by the California delega-
tion, declaring for an exclusion law for all
Asiatic laborers.
