SOCALST CONFERENCE
AT STOCKHOLM MY
BF OFF FOR THE

Stockholm, May 15, via London.—The
Dutch Scandinavian socialist committee
has received Emile Vandervelde, a Bel-
gian socialist leader; Hjalmur Brant-
ing, Swedish leader, and M. Ranovich,
a Russian socialist ~delegate, who ex-
pressed their views on the international
situation. Later Jeppe Borgjberg, Dan-
ish socialist editor, appeared before the
committee and related his experi'encesl
on his visit to Russia. M. Borgjberg,
in reply to a question, said that he had
acted in Russia entirely on his own in-
itistive. The president of the com-
mittee emphasized the adhesion of M.
Borgjberg to the views of the body that
the- centre of international socialistic
aetion, .under the present e¢ircumstances,
should be maintained in a neutral coun-
try.

Copenhagen, May 15, via London.—Ac-
cording to the Politiken, the bureau for
the proposed neutral peace conference
will probably issue a statement that the
international socialist conference at
Stockholm is postponed. The paper says
that great dissatisfaction prevails among
the delegates und that ome member re-
ports that the situation has become
more complicated in the last twenty-
four hours. The news that the German
independent socialists have been refus-
ed passports is expected to cause the
bureau to refuse to negotiate with the
Scheidemann group. Emile Vandervelde
declares that the refusal of the German
authorities to issue passports except to
Scheidemann and his followers is clear
proof of the desire of the German peo-
ple for peace.

London; May 15—M, Vandervelde is
quoted by Reuter’s Stockholm corres-
pondent as having said in a statement
to th= socialist Demokraten: “It is im-
possible for us to take the hand of
the German socialists who are extending
the other hand to the German emperor,
but that does not imply disapproval of
the initiative of the Dutch and Scan-
dinavian delegates who are gathering
from all sections to the international at
Stockholm. It is to our interest to get
as much light as possible thrown on the
position of the socialist parties in every
country, on the express understanding
however, that we are not thereby.oblig-
ed to sit in conference with socialists who
have supported and still support the im-
perialist policy of the Central Powers.”

10 HELP WIN WAR

Life Must Practice Rigid Econ-
omy From New On

Ottawa, May 15—Economy, rigid war
economy, in every household in the Do-
minion of Canada, is the keynote of a
nation-wide movement set on foot in
the capital by prominent ladies of the
dominion, led by the Duchess of Devon-
shire, and including Lady Borden, Lady
Laurier and Miss Alice Fitzpatrick,
daughter of the Chief Justice of Canada.
In a simple and for that reason impres-
sive address before the Mancoutt club
the first lady of the land drove home the
absolute necessity for every housewife
from' coast to coast to do her bit in the
winning of the war and to do it right in
the kitchen and the home by eliminating
waste, especially of foods. ' Each ounce
of waste in each Canadian home means
hundreds of thousaands of pounds of
vital foodstuffs lost to Canada. Ihdi-
vidually it is small but collectively it
would feed a small army.

Every woman in every walk of life
and in every way possible must practice
rigid economy if present conditions are
to be alleviated, Her Excellency told the
audience.

Miss Alice Fitzpatrick followed the
duchess and added further emphasis to
the fact that conditions at the present
time were truly alarming and prompt
and concerted action necessary.

Another and equally important move-
ment has been initiated in the capital,
backed by both Lady Borden and Ledy
Laurier. The proposal that the women
of Canada abstain rigidly from the use
of meat and potatoes on two days each
week. While this movement is still in
its incipiency indications have already
begun to pour in that the response would
be widespread and immediate.

Women’s societies of all kinds head-
ed by the Daughters of the Empire are
taking up the scheme with much en-
thusiasm and the following telegram has
been sent out by Mrs. Gooderham, re-
gent of ‘the national chapter:

“In view of the impending shortage of
food in Canada the executive of the Im-
perial order, Daughters of the Empire,
has decided to issue a public appeal to
the women of the Dominion to observe
two meatless and two potatoless days
each week.: . ;

The National Council of Women re-
cently petitioned the government to
ration the country on all staple foods and
all their influence will be brought to bear
to make the voluntary move a success.

Paris, May 15—The resignation of the
Russian minister of war, M. Guchkoff
and General Gorniloff, the military com-
mander of Petrograd, have caused pain-
ful impression here and increased the
feeling that the situation in Russia is|
getting worse instead of better, and that|
more rapidly than was suspected.

CALLS TO ARMY
TO FIGHT ON.

Petrograd, May 15, via London.—The
council of soldiers’ and workmen’s de-
puties has issued an appeal to the army
in which it declares that German imper-
ialism is seeking to destroy revolutionary
Russia and enslave the Russian people.
It appeals to the soldiers to defend Rus-
sia, with all their power and declares
that a separate peace is impossible.

The appeal says that the only solu-
tion of the war must be a general peace
among all nations by common agree-
ment. It asserts that the council is aim-
ing at peace by calling for a revolution
acong the workmen and peasants of
Germany and Austria-Hungary, but that
peace cannot be achieved unless the en-
emy at the front is checked. The mani-
festo concludes with begging the sold-
fers not to renounce their offensive and
warns sgainst fraternizing with the en-
emy, which, it says, cannot end the war.
