MERCHANT SHIPS

THAT CARRY AmiSl|

The Rules Which Guide Officials
'of American Government in De-
termining Character of Armed
Vessels

Considerable doubt having existed in
the minds of the owners of British mer-
chant vesels and of those commanding
them as regards such ships using de-
fensive armaments when trading to
United States ports. the Imperial Mer-
chant Service Guild, with a view to
clearing up any misapprehension, are
now in a position to publish the rules
which are in existence for the guidance
of the officers of the American govern-
ment who are charged with the duty
of determining the peaceful character of
particular armed vessels.

These rules are as follows:

A.—A merchant vessel of belligerent

nationality may carry an armament and
ammunition for the sole purpose of de-
fence without acquiring the character o
a ship-of-war.

B.—The presence of an armament and
ammunition on board a merchant vessel
creates a presumption that the arma-
ment is for offensive purposes, but thex
owners or agenis may overcome tlns\
presumption by evidence showing that
the vessel carries armament solely for de-‘
fence.

C.—Evidence necessary to establish'
