FEARS are entertained for the safety

of twb residents of Beaver Harbor,

¢ Charlotte county, Albert Eldridge, aged
about 30 years, and Edmund O’Brien,

aged about 35 years, who left there in

a motor boat on Tuesdvy to repair a
sail on the schooner Gideon Ruth,
which was anchored about two miles
off the Wolves, Up until this after-
noon {187 had not geturned. Seaech
will be made for the men, and a Gov-
ernmeat boat will proceed to the vicin-
ity as soon as the weather permits.

According to the word received this
afternoon from Beaver Harbor the sea
was calm and the weather fine when
the men left about 10 o’clock in the
morning expecting to return about two
‘o’clock the same afternoon. When the
men did not return up to late Tuesday
night, although’it had' remaind com-
paratively fine, fears were entertained
for their safety.

STORM DEVELOPS.

During the night, however, a storm
developed and nothing could be done
to search for them yesterday as heavy
seas were running. The weather today
was reported to be bad with trémep
dous seas running.

The schooner, said to. have a cargo
of liquor, was cruising up and down
the bay under sail all -day ye._sge_xday
the 1nawu swidy aud.tbc@%;wk
vessel did not eater and
1and the men; if they were on board,
wage another fact that has added to the
fears regarding iheir safety.

Eldridge has a wife and three children,
who are anxiously awaiting word re-
garding the question of their safety.

WITH MASaAGRE

Turkish Envoys Refuse to At-
tend Session Today—Say
Arbitration Barred

any further meetings of the coun-
cil of the League of Nations for
discussion of the Mosul contro-
versy.

GENEVA, Dec. 30—Atrocious acts
of violence, going as far as mas-
sacre, have been committed by Turkish
soldiers along the provisional frontier
of Mosul, in Northern Mesopotamia,
General ‘Laidoner, of Esthonia, special
League of Nations agent, declared in a
report submitted at today’s session of
the league council, .
The Turks refused to attend the

WHOLESALE ATROCITIES.

In his report, General Laidoner as-
serted that the Turks had carried out
wholesale deportations of Christians
from the villages along the Mosul fron-
tier as defined at the Brussels confer-
ence, occupying villages, confiscating
arms, imposing heavy fines, demanding
women, pillaging, and in some cases,
taking life.

During the deportations, the report

Others perished of starvation or ex-
posure, while the survivors were left
in an absolutely pitiable state.

BORDER RAIDS MINOR.

The deportations are continuing caus-
ing “fairly serious agitation and ner-
vousness,” not only among the Chris-
tians, but among the Moslems, favor-
ing Irak’s claim to Mosul.

Regarding the reported border raids, |
General Laidoner found the situation
was not serious, but resulted from
mutual tribal quarreling.

The council made note of the report,
but took no action on it.

AMERY JUSTIFIED,

The British Secretary for the Do-
minions, L. C. M. S. Amery, said Gen-
eral Laidoner’s findings regarding the
deportations confirmed his own exposi-
tion of the situation before the Sep-
tember meeting of the council, and dis-
proved the Turkish denials.

“It is proof that the British willing-
ness to submit the case to the arbitra-
tion of the council is a gesture in the
cause of world peace,” he added. “Our
contentions are proved. If either party {
runs the risk of losing by arbitration,
it is not Turkey, but Great Britain,
who has been rightfully occupying the
territory for eight years.”

FOOD PRICES HERE
UP IN NOVEMBER

General Average Higher Al-
though Some Items Lower;
Some Unchanged

OTTAWA, Ont., Dec. 10—A general
increase in November prices is indicat-
ed in a statement issued by the Bur-
eau of Statistics. The index number
of the bureau rose five points in
November, being 161.1 as compared
with 156.6 in October. Fifty-three
price quotations were higher; 83 were
lower and 150 were unchanged. Five|
of /the main groups moved upward;
two moved downward, and one was
unchanged.

Chief changes were:

Vegetables and their products rose
from 157.8 to 171.5; consumers goods,
(food beverages and tobacco) rose from
159.5 to 164.4; producers goods (ma-
terials used in manufactures) rose
from 1454 to 1488; raw or partly
manufactured goods rose from 151.2
to 160.2; fully or chiefly manufactur-
ed goods rose from 156.8 to 157.0.

SAYS U. S. NEEDED
FOR DISARMAMENT

| Mchonald Urges Séttlement
At Home Rather Than Plan of

Emigration To Dominions

LONDON, Dec. 10—In a speech ut
Port Talbot, Ramsay MacDonald,
former premier, declared that the land
in Great Britain, was running to waste
and yet the people who could live on
it, were told to emigrate to the Do-
minion. He would not object to any
sound scheme for the proper settle-
ment of British families in the domin-
jons, he said, provided that it was done

in co-operation with the Labor parties
overseas.

The present scheme of emigration
was to give families credit on a 50-50
basis, continued the Labor leader, who
wanted to know why the same thing
could not be done to settle the people
at home.

“We should produce a great national
scheme of land development,” said Mr.
MacDonald, “bring back our land into
cultivation, and bring at least 50 per
cent. of our people on to the soil.”

AT UNCLE’S HOME

Neighbor Taken to Hospital
With Burns Received In
Trying Rescue

ONTREAL, Dec. 10—Three smill
boys, John, Arthur and Eugene
Curotte, aged one, three and seven, the
children of Louis Curotte, were burned
to death late last night in a fire at
Caughnawaga, while Hattie Curotte,
five, their fourth child, was saved by
being dropped from a window
The children had gone to the home
of their wuncle, Joseph Curotte, to
spend the night because their parents

were attending the wake of their
grandmother, who died two days ago.
NEIGHBOR INJURED.

Mr. Curotte, who was alone in the
house with the children, -was awak-
ened by the shouts of a motor bus
driver. He had no time to dress, and
immediately after dropping the little
girl from a window, was himself
blown from the house into below zero
weather by an explosion. A neighbor,
Peter Taylor, made a brave attempt
to save the three boys, but was forced
back by the flames. He suffered se-
vere bruises and burns, and had to be
taken to a hospital. :

A veluntary ‘bucket brigade was
poweriess to combat the fire. The In-
dian village of Caughnawaga is pro-
vided with a chemical fire extinguisher
but this was found to be out of or-

der,

The Curotte dwelling, which was
completely destroyed, was situated in
the centre of the village. The fact
that it was built of stone prevented
the flames from spreading.

The cause of the outbreak was not
determined. This morning an officer
of the Royal Canadian Mounted Po-
lice discovered the charred bones of
the three child-en in the ruins.
