Logical Terminus Would be
at Port of St. Croix,
Says B. M. Hill.

The Times-Star asked Burton M.

Democrats raided the Republi-
can preserves for the seats of only
four representatives.

In the Senate, the Republicans re-
captured seats in Deleware, Kentucky,
Massachusetts and Oklahoma. At the
same time they heid them in contests
in Céloradp, Idaho, Illinois, Kansas,
Michigan, New Hampshire, Oragona,
Rhode Island. South Dakota, West Vir-
ginia and Wyoming. In Iowa the Re-
publican column lost a senator—Smith
W. Brookhart—one of Lafollette sup-
vorted who repudiated the. Republican
national ticket and althoigh a Demo-
crat takes that seat, the Republican
chieftain will not count it as a loss.

Magnaus Still Hopes.

In Minnesota a close race was being
run right up to the wire between Mag-
nus Johnson, Farmer-Labor Senator,
and Representative Thomas D. Schall,
Republican. Although the late rstarns
showed_Schall leading, the picturesque
Farmer-Labor Senator stubbornly re-
fused to concede defeat declining to the
hope that the last rural districts to he
heard from would put his vote on top.

In Nebraska, the senatorial contest
brought a nominal Republican victory
with the re-election of Senator Norris

: Garrisons in Rio Grande de Sul

Montevideo, Uruguay, Nov. 6.—Dis-
patches from the Brazilian bbrder in-
dicate that the revolution in Rio
Grande de Sul is assuming serious pro-
portions.
