A QUEER CASE

Threat Had Been To Crucify 
Him on Good Friday

Mexico City, April 9—After spending 
more than a week in the camp of Zapata 
a rebel bandit, in fear of crucifixion, 
Bishop Campos of Chipala, reached 
Iguala today, having been saved from 
a terrible death.

Catholics expressed the greatest relief 
as it was feared the threats of the rebels 
would certainly be carried out unless a 
ransom of 60,000 pesos demanded by 
Zapata reached the rebel camp before 
Good Friday, when it was declared the 
bishop would be crucified.

Bishop Campos declared that the 
threat of crucifixion had been really 
made by a subordinate of Zapata. Then 
reports of tremendous feeling aroused 
throughout the country began to reach 
the rebel camp and Zapata ordered the 
bishop released.
