Cheese Factory Management.

Mr. Carter, one of the most experienced 
dairymen in Ohio, who has been engaged 
in cheese making for the past quarter of 
a century, says he had just learned his 
business. His object now is to keep the 
greatest number of patrons possible 
interested in the business. He does not 
buy milk, but makes cheese for his 
patrons, and .for this reason he is in­
terested, as also his patrons, in getting 
the largest percentage of cheese from the 
milk.

He takes milk but once a day, believ­
ing that his patrons can take care of the 
milk over night as well as he can. They 
pour the milk from the cow into the can, 
cool quick, and in the morning pour the 

ilk into the can, without skimming 
that which has remained during the 
night. The night’s milk being cool, 
cools the warm milk, .leaving the whole 
in good condition to be taken to the fac­
tory. He allows no skimming at all, 
under any circumstances, all the cream 
being worked into cheese. He does all 
the work and furnishes everything except 
the boxes for packing, of which he furnish­
es one sixth, and has one sixth of the net 
proceeds.

He is sure that he can get as good a 
yield of cured cheese, on the system of 
one delivery of milk per day, as those 
who have milk delivered twice each day, 
and once-a-day cheese has less shrinkage 
than twice-a-day cheese. The product 
of his factory is from seventy-live to one 
hundred tons per year. The prices he 
has realized range from eleven and a half 
to fourteen.

Parking Provisions for England.

Mr. John Dyke, Ontirio emigration 
agent in England writes a letter to the 

the provision trade with Eng- 
as follows :—

Canada is fast assuming a similiar posi­
tion to Ireland as regards supplying Eng­
land with some of the most important 
necessaries of life, such an beef, mutton, 
dead poultry, butter, &c.

It has occurred to me that it may be 
of interest to your readers to be informed 
of the best season and method for ship­
ping the above.

Fresh beef and mutton may be ship­
ped from the end of November to the 
end of March—that is, hind quarters and 
racks, as it will not pay to send the car­
cass whole. The brisket may be salted 
with a light brine, also the shanks and 
other coarse, parts, when boned, and in 
this manner will prove remunerative. 
Each portion of meat when frozen should 
be packed in fresh sweet straw (wheaten 
straw is preferable), say two or three 
inches thick. It may then be sewn in 
some coarse wrapper such as old rice or 
gunny bags.

A consignment of twenty tons, consist­
ing of beef, mutton, and poultry, ship­
ped to me last February, from Ottawa to 
Liverpool, was packed in this manner 
and not a single piece was damaged. 
The whole of the packages when opened 
presented the appearence of having been 
slaughtered in Liverpool.

To prove the demand for these articles 
I may mention that within one hour of 
the arrival in port of this consignment 
the whole was disposed of.

Poultry may be shipped, packed in 
layers in straw, in cases.

It is by all means necessary that they 
should be neither plucked nor drawn. 
Geese, however should be roughly plucked 
the feathers being more valuable in Can­
ada than in England.

Nearly every market in England has a 
different mode of dressing poultry, and 
dealers prefer preparing them to suit their 
customers.

Butter—Good butter will always meet 
with a ready market for cash.

It should be prepared for the English 
market with the best Liverpool salt, and 
the firkins should not be filled within 1| 
inches of the top ; a cloth should then be 
placed over it, and that covered with 
sweet pickle. An ounce of salt to a 
pound of butter is the quantity, and this 
should be applied as soon as it leaves the 
churn, before being washed or worked.

It is the earnest desire of every Cana­
dian to diffuse a more extended know­
ledge of the vast resources of his country, 
and in my extensive travels both in the 
United Kingdom and the Continent, it 
has been proved to me that from a sim­
ple oversight on the part of the manufac­
turers great injustice is being done to 
Canada. I allude to the fact of the ab­
sence of distinctive marks upon articles 
of export from Canada. The general im­
pression is conveyed that they come from 
the United States. My remarks apply to 
flour, cheese, butter, and general canned 
meats, fish, preserves, &c.

The names of the Australian and other 
meat companies are placarded from one 
end of Europe to the other, whilst the 
indentity of our own productions, placed 
side by side as they are in every provision 
store in the town and country, is entirely 
absorbed, and the loss thereby to Canada 
in her acquisition of emigrants is incalcu­
lable.

To demonstrate this fact, I may say 
that whilst engaged in the eastern coun­
ties of England during the summer, com­
peting with other colonies to secure a 
number of locked out laborers, I was fre- 
puentlv met with the following remark 
when enumerating the advantages offered 
by Canada:—‘‘Go to Canadey ! 
wer’ to emigrant I’d go to Australey, wer’ 
the cheap meat is.”—Verbum sap.

Very often a screw hole gets so w*>m 
that the screw will not stay in. Where 
glue is handy the regular carpenter makes 
the hole larger and glues in a large plug, 
making a nest for an entirely new hole. 
But this is not always the case and people 
without tools, and in an emergency, often 
have to fix the thing at once. Generally 
leather is used, but this is so hard that it 
does not hold well. The best of all 
things is to cut narrow strips of cork, and 
-till the hole completely. Then force the 
screw in. This will make as tight a job 
as if driveh into an entirely new hole.

Another hint of a similar character may 
be useful. One often desires to put a sta­
ple into a block of stone. The hole is 
made, the staple inserted, and lead melted
