Baptist Conference. I

The forty-fourth annnal meeting of
the Baptist convention of the maritime
provinces opened in Fredericton last
Saturday morning. The attendance from
all parts of the maritime provinces was
large. After the transaction of routine
business and the appointment of com-
mittees, Rev. Mr. Foshay read the report
on obituaries. The report mention-
ed the deaths of Rev. Edmund A Craw-
ley, D D;IL. L D, Rev. James 1srael De-
Wolf, Rev. L. B Gates, Deacon Jacob
Bradshaw, Rev. P D Harris, and Rev.
Geo H Beckwith.

Rey. Dr. Sawyer submitted the report
of the board of Ministerial education. It
showed that 33 young men holding
license had received assistance from the
board during the year.

Rev. Dr. Higgins read the report ofthe
board of governors of Acadia college. In
the enlargement of Assembly hall there
had been an expenditure of $1,365.83,
Of this sum $600 had been donated by
Messrs. Payzant and Churchill, of
Windsor, leaving a balance of
$765.83 to . be provided for.
He said it would however, be very
gratifying if the friends of the institution
who have ample means would round out
the jubilee celebration by making the
proposed jubilee offering of $50,000 as
complete as the jubilee itself was.
Measnres were adopted in- November to
give increasing efficiency to the sientific
department of the College. A special
grant was made for apparatus, efc., and
Prof. Caldwell reports as follows; “The
addition made last summer to the
coliege building has greatly increased
the facilities for work in the
science department. Twelve tables hayve
been put in for practical work in chemis-
try, and last winter 26 studerts elected
this subject with very satisfactory re-
sults.”

The attendance at the seminery for the
past year has not been so large as was
hoped. There were enrolled 59 students:
The hope was expressed that some
brethern or sisters would give a $50,000
endowment each to Horton academy and
Acadia seminary. Even $20,000 each
would be a great boon and prepare the
way for the larger amount as the develop-
ment goes forward. The report referred
to the death of Rev. Dr. Crawley, one of
the most faithful and prominent of the
founders of the college.

The Spirit of Manaal Training.

It is believed that the specific purpose
of education is to cultivate character, to
induce sound thinking and to make a
necessity of scientific inquiry. Its high-
est end is ethical. Of great value, but
secondary to its supreme purpose, are the
skill and the information which would
be the natural result of such cultivation.
The aim of the school is to prepare for
completeness of life. The central thought
in its entire organization is always the
boy himself, and everything that is done,
every study that is taken up, every influ-
ence that is brought to bear, has for its
sole purpose his development. In this
view of its proper function the school is
a purely educational institution, and is
industrial only in making use of the
tools of industry to accomplish its chosen
purpose. The manual work, like the
work in science and literature, is simply
a means of development. It bears the
same relation to the process of education
that a railway train does to travel.

One may select slower modes of ap-
proach if he choose, in his delight at the
rapid transit, he must not confuse the
journey with the end for which the
journey is made. Those who hold this
view of manual training watch with
sincere regret any encroachment of that
spirit which places the inanimate prod-
uct, however ingenious and beautiful it
may be, above the human product. The
object of manual training, they believe,
is the production of thoughtful, self
reliant, honest men.—Professor C. H.
Henderson in Popular Science Monthly.

The Shah’s Treasures.

The shah of Persia has a museum in
his palace that is described as a curious
place. It contains jewelry and treas-
ures of different kinds worth a fabulous
amount. The so called Peacock throne,
carried off from Delhi 150 years ago, is
alone valued at many millions, In this
museum you may also see vases of agate
in gold and lapis lazuli, said also to be
worth millions; and alongside of them
empty perfume bottles of European
make, with gaudy labels, that can be
had at four cents apiece. You will see
priceless mosaics and exquisitely painted
cups and cans and vases, which were
presented by some European potentate;
and side by side with them you will
notice horrible daubs, veritable ten cent
chromos picked up no one knows how
or where. You will perceive glass cases
filled with huge heaps of rubies, dia-
monds, emeralds, sapphires, turquoises,
garnets, topazes, beryls of all sizes and
kinds, cut and uncut; and cheek by jowl
with these your eyes will see cheap mu-
sic boxes, jewsharps, squeaky hand or-
gans. The shah must also be in a condi-
tion to “bull” the market on pearls, for
here is, for instance, a big glass case,
twenty-four inches long by eighteen
inches wide and high, which is more
than half filled with pearls (mostly from
the Persian Gulf fisheries) of all sizes and
degrees of loveliness.—Exchange.
