THAT FATAL SLIDE.

Its Course Before Descending  on the
Camp of Railway Workers.

By the kindness of Mike Flarhity and
Thomas A. Howard, the Record is en-
abled to give its readers a true ‘accomnt
of the origin of the land slide which 8¢-
curred last Monday mnight in which six
workmen on the Red Mountain road lost
their lives. ‘There has been gonsider-
- able” speculation as to the cause of the
slide; onme theory being that the lake on
Lookeut Moumtain had burst loose, and
another that it was & . clond-burst.
Messrs. Howard and Flarhity have fol-
followed the source of the slide to the
| place of beginning. They say that from
| the railroad east for a distance of three-
qu{,arters of a mile the slide came down
a ‘Jarge gulch. At this- peint a small
gulch ‘comes into the large one, at right
angles from the south., It was up this
draw, about one-third of & mile, within
500 fest of the summit of Gold Bar
mounntain, that the slide started. These
gentlemen say that no one could believe
without ' seeing it, that the great slide,
which “was' such & monster of death,
could be caused by such a small begin-
ning. .

There was a small basin just above
where the slide started, ‘'which has been
filled' with spow.; “As it ‘melted the wa-
ter: seaped ‘throngh the dirt gravel and
rocks,. te_ bedrock at the. lower side of
the basin.. The  bédrock  is 'as smooth
as.-a: beard and. slopes a little to the
Wwest just at the head of the guleb, The
dirt commencing at bedrock sloped back,
and . up, to where it broke away for a
distance of 20 feet.. The face of the dirt
which remains standing is 12 feet high.
The distamce across the face is 20 feet.
This would give ‘about 2,400 ‘cubie feet
which broke away and started the dis-
astrous slide which assumed. such -en-
ormous  proportions - in going - a: Wittle
aore tham & mile a gquarter. 3

The slope of the mountain down the
small guleh is not far from an angle of
45 degrees. The pitch of the slide down
this gulch at this place” was under 50
feet and the greater portiom not more
than 20. Trees, stumps, loose rocks and
dirt were swept away until the main
gulch was reached. It was strange that
at the turn where the gulehes 'meet,
which was at right angles, that nothing
stopped. £

Bark Alics A. Leigh Rechartered to
Load on the Sound—Repairs.

"An Astotia dispatch says: “The hope
against hope o’f'Pt;ple sltger ted in. the
sitfety of the loug overdue British bark
Samaria has vanished and -the: fate of
the vessel is now positively known. "The
wreckage  which lies strewn along the
North beach tells the tale. There may
be seen the greater portion ,of ‘the deck
work-of the Samaria. A large guautity
of wreckage has, washed ashore and gev-
eral ‘pieces ‘bedr the name. of the munfor-
iunate vessel.  The timbers are broken
and show that the bark foundered in a
heavy gale. There is not the slightest
chance. for the:safety of those on_ board.
One of the Samaria’s Mfe boats, her
sides broken in by the seas, drifted THp-
on the beich. The boat was posifively
jdentified by the letters “Samar—=" on
the demolished bow. - At thes mouth ::
the, Nehalem. river, -some . mi wh - of
this city, ‘nearly the whole. of a “ship’

cabin’ drifted ashore and " while ‘there
was Tnotking to show from whenee it
came, it is probably part of the ill-fated
coal ship. It is the general belief of 10~
cal shipping men that vessel was lost
north of Flhttery and that she went
down at sea. If the crew ‘took to the
boats thero is not the slightest chance
of any reaching shore alive as the Qe-
molished boat,” which now lies on the
beach, was. strongly constructed. - The
loss of the Samaria has a parallel in the
mysterious disappearance of the Cadzow
Forest and it is likely both vessels went
to the bottom at about the same place.”

" 'Phe RiM.8. Empress of China arrived
at Willilam Tlead ‘gunrantine station .at
neon: to-day flying the dread yc!qu flag’
at her: masthead. . As the ' steamer
Maude, which put out to her with the
intention of bringing -her Victoria pass-
engers ‘ashore,  was not allowed to go
alongside thé big white liner, no details
as to the extent of the fell disease on
board the steamer were obtainable, -al-
though it is said by C.P.R. officinls,
whose powers of speech seem to be-as
formidable as those of the Sphinx, tyat
there are but two :cases of smallpox on
board, both the vidtims being Chinamen::

The Maude arriyed within hailing dis-

L. “Courtney, the local
agent of the C.EP:R. The C.P.R. offi-
cials whoswent out to meet the liner on
the Maude, intending to sail on her for
Vaneouver, also came back to Victeria,
and it is said they will leave for the
Terminal city this evening.

Every precaution was taken to prévent
the spread of the disease to the tender.
The ‘mail for ‘the Empress was placed
in one of the Mande’s boats and placed
on ‘g fock to-the windward of the sta-
tion. > The Maiide was not aHowed at 1
any time:to go anywhere, near the linmer.

All the” passengefs and ‘¢rew will Le
landed at the station ~and- fhoroughly
fumigéted, while ‘the process of disin-’
fection will be begun imnediately on the
steamer. The crew and dll the Chincse
passengers = will, it’ is .understoad, Te
kept at quarantine for the space of two
weeks,

The passenger list of the Empress is
the largest carried this year.. She has
on board 110 saloon  passengers and
about 800 Chinese, about 120 of whom
are for Vietoria. Together with the
crew she ‘has nearly 1,200 people on
board. " Her cargo also is a very heavy
one, comprising for the most part Chin-
epe and Japanese silks.

The Maude will leave again this even-
ing to bring in the mails,” which jn the
meantime -will be -disinfected.. B._ F,
Shepherd, of ‘the postoffiee; will also be
conspicuous by his absenee from Vie-
toria for some time to come, as he was
put ashore at the stfation to attend to
the disinfecting of the mails.
