KITTY GORDON_SUES FOR
VALUE OF A FUR GOAT

A Tiresome Case Dragging Through the
English Gourts.

P

LONDON,. March 16—Before Mr, Jus-
tice Bray in the King's Bench Division,
Captain, the Hon. Henry Beresford
and his wife, Mrs. Constance Beres-
ford, professionally known as “Kitty
Gordon,” have brought an action to
recover from the Accident Insurance
Company damages for the loss of a
sable coat valued at $5,000 which, had
been insured with the defendants.

The defence was that the coat was
rot lost in London or during wear and
that the value of it was not what it
was alleged to be. The coat, according
to the plaintiff, was specially made of
selected skins by Jay’s of Regent St.
At the end of 1305 Mrs. Beresford was
going to Americo, with her husband to
fulfill an engagement in ‘Veronique,”
and an agreement was entered into
for the insurance of their house and
Mrs., Beresford’s personal effects. The

total value of the furs, dresses and!

jewels was $20,000, about evenly divi-
ded between the furs and dresses on
the one hand and the jewelry on ' the
other, .

The insurance was duly effected and
the trip to America took place. At the
end of May, 1906, the Beresfords re-
turned. The sable in question was
packed in a trunk in New York, but
was missing when the luggage Wwas
opened in London,

Mr. S. T. Evans, K. C., for the de-
fendants, said their contention was
that the fur was now second hand and
was worth somewhere between $3,600
and $4,000. The defendants never in-
tended to insure the furs at the Am-
erican hotel, but only in transit and at
the plaintiff’s home at Maida Vale.

Evidence as to the insurance having
been given by Captain Beresford, Miss
Stella, Falck, dresser and maid to Mrs.
Beresford in New York, called for the
defense said that she never saw the
fur while she was with Mrs. Beresford.
She never packed a sable coat in the
trunk on the day of the packing.

The case is still dragging its slow
length through the courts.

Party of Them Ralded a Village and Stole
a Lot of Property.

CALCUTT*, March 16. — Consider-
able interest exists among the Zakkh
Khels. They have already carried on
several daring raids in the Peshawar
district during the cold weather and
only a few days 3go0 & party of them
believed to have numbered twenty
men raided the serai at Motanni, @
large village situated about fifteen
miles from Peshawar. This seral is
on the main road connecting Kohat
and Peshawar and is a regular halting
place for persons moving between the
two towns. One night in question it
was full of travellers. Informaton was
received by the border military police
at Fort Mackieson that a raid had been
planned and two sowars were dispat-
ched at nine p. m, from there to the
sub-inspector in charge of the police
post at Motanni to put him on his
guard. On their way however the
sowars fell in with a gang of raiders
and one of them named Akbar had
his team shot under him. ‘When they
eventually reached Motanni it was
found that the serai had been slticcess-
fully looted and property worth about
Rs. 2,000 had been carried off by the
raiders. The impudent daring of the
gang is shown by the fact that Motan-
ni is only three miles from Fort Mack-
jeson where a detachment of Border
Military Police is stationed, and that
there is a police post of fifteen men
close to the geral. It is reported that
the property nhad been removed across
the border to Herzanoy in the Shin-
war district, and there seems little
chance of its being recovered.
