FIRE DESTRONS
GREGORY MILL

About Half Million Feet of
Lumber Also Destroyed—
The Insurance

J. A. Gregory's splendid saw mill at
Lepreaux was totally destroyed by fire
yesterday at noon together with about
a half a million eet of lumber.

Just how the fire originated is a mys-
tery. It was discovered by the watch-
man on his way back from dinner. He
saw smoke issuing from the roof and
immediately gave the alarm.

All the mill hands quickly responded.
Ladders were at once hrought into use
and attempts made to extinguish the
blaze with buckets of water, but it had
gained too much headway, and in a
short time the mill was a mass of
flames.

Efforts were then directed teward
saving the lumber in the yard. The
men succeeded in saving a large quan-
tity, but about half a million feet was
devoured by the flames. Two carloads
of lumber on a siding was also de-
stroyed.

Mr. Gregory was in the woods when
the fire started and word was at once
sent to him.. He cafne out immediate-
ly. His fine new rotary mill escaped
without injury.

The mill was insured for $20,000. - Of
this amount the Commercial Union
carries $5,000 and the balance is divid-
ed among the Norwich Union, Sun,
Liverpool, London and Globe and West-
ern.

The lumber was insured for $5,000.
It is divided among the Commercial
Union, Western and Norwich Union.

The insurance on the mill will not
cover the loss.

Edward Earle, aged 35 years, a native
of Newfoundland, met a horrible death
in the I. C. R. yard about 12.45 o’clock
yesterday morning.

R. Brakeman Morey had couplad a
shunting engine on *o a box car in the
rear of the freight shed and gave the
signal to the c¢ngins driver to haul the
car out on the main line. Brakeman
Morey was standing on the side step of
the car and after riding about 115 yards
and reaching the frog that connected
the two tracks he felt the car give a
jolt. Knowing that it had run over
some Object he jumpzd from the car
and giving the signal to stop, he made
an investigation and was norrified to
find the mangled body of a man under
the wheels. The body was severed in
two and presented a ghastly and sick-
ening appearance. From further investi-
gation it could be s2en that the unior-
tunate man’s clothing had caught on a
bolt in the car and that he had been
dragged over the track until the frog
was reached. Here the body was
thrown across the rail and cut in two.

About half way from the shed to the
place where the body was found, there
was picked up a small piece of flesh
and cloth that the car wheel had torn
from the man's leg.

On searching the clothing
of the man his identity became known.
