Rev. J. J. MoCaskill Addresses Large
Meting on the Co-aperative
Idea.

An enthusiastic meeting was held
last evening in McLean’'s building,
Union street, in the interest of the co-
operative movement. Rev. J. J. Mc-
Caskill addressed the gathering on the
movement, which is doing so much for

‘England. He outlined in the beginning
