Molineux was today indicted by the
grand jury for murder in the first de-

Nothing was said in the
inCictment regarding the death of
Henry C. Barnet, the responsibility for
whose death has also been attributed
to Molineux by the district attorney.

The next development in the case
is likely to be the trial.

Had the hearing be-
fore - the -aittorney been held prior to
the indictment, the state would: have
been ‘forced ‘to disclose much of - its,
evidence and to allow the defence to
introduce evidence' in rebuttal. The
finding of ‘the indictment does away
with a hearing before the coromer, and
there will be small chance of Mali-
neux’s counsel to take any steps ' in
his behalf until the case actually
comes to trial.

The district a.ttorney is sajd to have
in his possession evidence that was
not offéered at the inquest, but this is
only hearsay. The defence also has
strong evidence in rebuttal and con-
fidently asserts that no conviction cam-
