BEUMMARY OF PROCEEDINGS OF
COUNCIL.

Two meetings of the council have
been held since the last regular
monthly meeting of the board on Jan-
us h.

ams signed by members of the
board of trade and other citizens urg-
ing upon the government the necessity
for prompt action in regard to the
dredging at this port have been for-
warded to Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
other members of the cabinet.

A special meeting of the board and
citizens of St. John was called to meet
the Royal Transportation Commission
who held two sessions in the board
rooms,

Immediately on their arrival in the
city some members of the commission
were taken in hand by the president of
the board and shown the Sand Point
facilities.

The commission were here to see how
the trade of the dominion can be hand-
led through the port of St. John and
tither ports of the maritime provinces
during the winter season.

The board did everything 1in their
power to facilitate the enquiry and
laid before the commission the needs
of the port if it was to handle the in-
crease of freight that was offering
year after year. \

The claims of St. John to be rec(\!g-
nized as the winter port of Canada
was impresed upon the commissioners,
8lso the steps the city had taken to
develop the winter export business
through the port of St. John and the
necessity for immediate action by the
dominon government in reference to
the dredging for additional berths to
provide facilities for next winter’s
business was strongly urged upon the
commission.

The counecil has decided to recom-
mend to the dominion government the
continuance of the existing subsidies
to the lines of steamers running from
£t. John to the United Kingdom, West
Indies and South Africa, and also
those to the steamers running to
Grand Manan south shore of Nova
Scotia and the Basin of Minas. They
have also decided to recommend the

wal of the existing subsidies by

government of New Brunswici{
for the Grand Manan service, the
South Shore service, and also to the
steamers Clifton, May Queen, Crystal
Btream and Millidgeville Ferry.

The following resolution, moved by
W. F. Hatheway -and seconded by
Chas. Brown, was taken up:

The board of trade approves of the
effort now being made by the common
council to install and operate a civic
telephone system and thus reduce the
cost of telphones to $22.50 per year,
and we respectfully urge the common

uncil committee to make their ex-

1 report on the same as soon as
le.

Mr. Hatheway said that in many

in the United States public ow-
1ership had been a failure. But the
successes as far as electric lighting
Wos concerned were very many. In
one instance he knew that there was
B difference of about $16 per lamp in

favor of public ownership. The eo‘n-
mittee had wisely mooted the idea™of
public ownership of telephones. He
referred to the success of the systemy
in London and other -eifies of Eng-
land.” In Portsmouth the charges
range from .£2 10s.to £5 178, under
public ownership, whereas under the
system  of private  ownership the
charges were much larger. Amster-
dam six years ago bought out'all its:
tclephones, he said.

The Telegraph Publishing Co. told
‘Mr, Hatheway, he said, that it wanted
to extend 'a wire across Canterbury
street, but could not legally do so.
‘When we go to Fredericton to get legis-
lation with regard to public ownership
of telephones we should also have it.
inserted in the Joint Stock Companies
Act that every company to whi¢h is
granted a franchise be required to leave
its book open to inspection for the pur-
poses of taxation. ~

Chas, Brown also spoke In favor of
the resolution. %

Ald. Macrae said that a municipality
could ‘get money at a mucH lower rate
‘than public companies. The common
council in considering the matter
thought it should have expert informa-,
tion. It did not look S0 much at the
cost, although that, if it amounteéd to.
$150,000, would be a mafter ‘worthy ofi
consideration, -especially if it should be,
added to 'the bonded indebtedness.’
There were charters now in existence’
for the establishmentsof telephoxes in:
St. John as well as points outside of St.
John. Considering the various systems,
the committee would have to practical-
1y place itself in the hands of experts.
Under public ownership the cost -per
télephone in St. John would be reduced
to about $22. He then endeavored to
point out the advantages of the auto-
matic switch over and above those of
the manual switch. The suceess of the
project depended upon having a cap-
able board of management. He re-
ferred to Fort William and Port Ar-
sthur, Both had adopted public owner-
ship.. The one had made a success, the
other a failure. The board of manage-
ment was accountable in both cases.

R. G. Murray said that things in St.
Jehn had been carried on in a credtt-
able manner. The water system, owned
‘ahd carried on by the city, was a suc-
cess. A telephone system should also
be operated successfully under a sys-
tem of public ownership.

Ald. Macrae said that according to
the act incorporating the telephone
company, he understood the governor-
in-council could control their rates. He
made this statement before the local
government, and Hon, H. A. McKeown
was appointed to interview the solicitor
of, the company. The company con-
tended that this control of the gover-
nor-in-council referred only to a period
which is now past, and to long distance
rates.

Col. Markham said that in view of
the vast improvements that were being
made in electrical works it would be
well to be cautious in entering upon a
new scheme.

Major McRobbie spoke strongly in
favor of public awnership of utilities.
We would be better satisfied with our
gas and electrical lighting. We were
really governed from Fredericton in-
stead of from King square. The city
of St. John should have control of the
utilities used by its citizens in general.

F. A. Dykeman said ‘that if the city
owned its railway, gas and electrical
lighting, and operated them under the
present rates, a saving of $30,000 could
be effected. Mr. Dykeman referred to
a city in Illinois which operated its
telephones at a charge of $12 per year to
its citizens.

Frank L. Potts favored public own-
ership of telephones. The aldermey
had about as much as they could look
after now, and would not have time to
gifte to the management of a telephone
system. The city would have to se-
cure a managing board. If a private
company could make a success finan-
cially in telephones, so should the city.

D. J. McLaughlin said that he was
very glad that the matter came up
and that there was a free and full dis-
cussion. It was a source of regret to
him that the city had so little control
over its affairs, It would. be well for
the Board of Trade to sée if the city
could not secure a wider control than
it now had. It would seem that the
telephone charges -in the- city of St.
John were excessive, and that the com-
pany could reduce its rates consider-
ably and yet pay very good dividends.

The resolution was carried unani-
mously,

W. F. Hatheway suggested that the
Board of Trade look into the matter
of the city granting 40 .acrés of land
at Sand Point to the C. P. R.

Mr, McLaughlin sajd that the Board
of Trade would not interfere in any
way until it knew the agreement that
was to be made between the city and
the C. P. R. He considered that the
City Council would take the people into
their confidence and inform them of
the particulars of the agreement be-
fore entering into it. 'Everything up
to date with regard to the matter had
been published.

A copy of the resolution passed with
regard to the telephones will be for-
warded to the Common Council.

The monthly meetings of the Board
of Trade will be held at 3 o'dlock in-
stead of at 3.30 as hitherto.

PETERSBURG, Feb., 2.—A des-
patch from Vladivostock, dated today
and issued here by a semi-official agen-
cy, says the Russian fleet at Vladi-
vostock has been fully equipped for
immediate service and prepared for
sea. All the wood fittings of the ships
were removed@ yesterday. The harbor
is being kept openby ice-breakers.

The. fleet consists of four cruisers—
the Gromoboi (of 12,336 tons), and the
Rossia (of 12,130 tons); the Bogatyr (of
6,750 tong), and the Rurik (of 10,923
tons), and a transport, the Lena,

PARIS, Feb. 2—A Washington des-
patch printed here late today, .saying
the United Stgtes, France and Great
Britain were likely to take action hav-
ing the effect of isolating Japan if she
persisted in being intransigent, at-
tracted much attention and comment.
Some of the evening papers gave &
sensational prominence, saying peace
would become certain if Great Britain
and the United States abstained from
supporting. Japan. .

_The officials here say France has not
yet been consulted relative to such a
movement; but it is pointed out that
if Japan became isolated it would arise
from the course of Great Britain and
the United States owing to their in-
terests and sympathies, whereas
French sympathies naturally would be
with her political ally, Russia.

The publication of the Washington
despatch led to a more hopeful tone,
as it was regarded as strong evidence
that the United States and Great Brit-
ain would succeed in influencing Japan
to accept peaceful adjustment.

A Customs Decision That Will Affect

BOSTON, Feb. 3.—A protest by
nurses, most of whom are Canadian
girls, at the Melrose hospital has been

made against the management and an
interesting situation has developed.
Nine nurses have left the hospital, in-
cluding three St. John girls. The trou-
ble is due to the forced resignation of
Miss Edith Scott of Ontario, and the
refusal of the hospital matron, Miss
'Louise Desbrisay, to reinstate her.
Some time ago Samuel D, Cameron , a
telephone lineman, who had been a pa-
tient at the institution, complained that
he had been treated cruelly by Miss
Scott and that she had also neglected
her duties. Miss Desbrisay, after an
investigation of the charges, informed
the nurse that she would have to re-
sign or be discharged. Miss Scott re-
signed, and then a champion stepped
forward in the person of Miss Margaret
Bell of Ontario, a nurse who had known
the discharged girl at her old home,

Miss Bell started a petition and suc-
ceeded in getting all the nurses at the
hospital but two to sign it, asking that
Miss Scott be reinstated. The matter
was referred to a committee of the hos-
pital management, which declined to
grant the petition. The matron refused
to assist the petitioners, whereupon
Miss Bell and the other nurses took
their belongings and left the hospital.
Those who withdrew include Miss
Catherine McLain, Miss Roberta Bur-
ton and Miss Olive Masters, all of St.
John. ’

In all nine left the institution. All
the nurses were from the training
school and had been at the Melrose hos-
pital from one to three years. They
deny that they went on strike, as the
matron claimed.

Miss Desbrisay was handicapped in
looking after the patients, but has se-
cured several new nurses to assist her.
She asserts that none of the old nurses
will be taken back.

Cameron, the lineman who made the
complaint against Miss Scott, claims
,that while he was strapped to his cot,
helpless, she struck him a heavy blow

in the face. He also says he was neg- |

lected. The charges are denied by Miss
Scott. The nurses deny charges that
have been made to the effect that they
attempted to keep outside nurses from
going to the institution to care for the
patients. They =ay the matron was
overbearing and abused them.

market here continues slow, but the
outlook is held to be favorable. The
general tone is one of steadiness. A
lumber authority here presents the fol-
lowing review of the general situation:
“During the past four years there has
been an advance in the price of lum-
ber averaging from 20 to 50 per cent,
due chiefly to the rapid devastation of
our forests. Timber is fast disappear-
ing in all sections of this country. In

for the average tree to attain matur-
ity, there is no movement to provide
new growth in place of that being re-
moved.
suffered more than any other wood,
owing to the limited supply and it is
a question of only a very few years
when it will have disappeared from the
lumber market. The redwood supply
of California and Washington is stead-
ily growing smaller. The most im-
portant lumber of northeastern Ame-
| rica, spruce, is disappearing the fast-
est, due partly to its being the most
universally used of all timber, which
fact makes its rapid depletion the more
alarming, and partly to the disastrous
forest fires. The total cut of spruce
last year was 1,200,000,000 feet, of which
800,000,000 went into pulp and the bal-
ance to th2 saws. The International
Paper Co. alone uses 300,000,000 feet of
spruce each year for pulp, the Sunday
edition of one of the large newspapers
requiring the product of one acre of
spruce timber.

One of New England’s leading spruce
authorities say that in less than six
years there will be a pulp famine in
this country. So far no
substitute has been found, although
some lumbermen claim that North
Carolina pine is even better for the
same purposes and is much cheaper.

feet last year and spruce lumber shows
a general advance of between 40 per
cent. and 50 per cent. since 1900.

From the total cut of spruce last year
a revenue of $85,000,000 was derived, or
an amount equal to $14 for every per-
son in the New England states. It is
estimated that about 40,000,000,000 feet
of spruce lumber is standing in the
northern forests, and as about 1,000,-
000,000 feet are cut yearly, it is only a
question of 50 years when spruce will
become completely exterminated, un-
less new trees are planted.

“I find the pulp mill timber stock de-
creasing very rapidly, and the ewners
of the large timber lands are apparent-
ily careless of this depletion. It sgems
customary in many places to cut the
larger trees for mill stock and clear up
the smaller growth for charcoal and
wood alcohol.”

Patient's Life 8avéd by Drawing Uy
a Nail He Had Swallowed.

The story of a curious surgical operes
tion at the St._Antoime Houspital has
been communieated to the ILendon
Surgical Soclety, The pdtient swale
lowed a packing nall, which was shown
by an X-ray photograph’ tt have lodg-
ed, head downward, at tli8 level of the
seventh rib.

A bronchoscope, which consigts of a
tube, the inner ¥grface of which is
highly polished to sérve as a fefleqtod,
and an electric lamp arvarged so as to
throw a strong light on the tube, was
‘passed into the bronchiil tube and then
withdrawn,

This process was repsated for giw
days with larger agd larger tubes, lg‘d
then an eight pifliitretre tube was in<
serted to a depth of nearly 15 inchem
A magnet had been specially ads te
put into the tube, but it was foo ghort
to fit and the coughing of the patient
forced a suspension of the opeéritic

A sacond X-ray photograph showed
that the nail had fow slipped to the
level of the eighth rib. Ths dootars,
therefore, pérformed the operatioh of
{ temporary tragheotomy.

A 10 millimetre tube 3was introQuced
to a depth of 14 inches, and the opera~
tor then saw the nail, The imagnet was
! introduced and the nail thoxfoa to it.
