GREAT COST OF POSTAGE.
R
New York expends a vast.sum of
money for postage stamps, buying and
using them at the rate of forty cents’
worth a second. In a year the oity
turns over to the government $13,274,-

; 458 for handling its.letters. In a typical

day New York writes 212 lefters a min-
ute, of which two-thirds comé from
the few blocks of skyscrapers and
other business houses between Wall
street and Chambers street, and the
two rivers, Should the task of writing
letters be equally distributed among
all "the inhabitants of the city, each
would have to write five a day.
Although the police,. as eeen by a
casual observer about the streets, do
not appear to be dangerously over-
worked, yet when the sum total of
their doings is consi@ered they show
great activity. At any rate they make
an arrest every three minutes. Every
ten minutes they take some one' te the
station house for drunkenness; vwary
twenty minutes they lay hands on
Somebody accused of theft, and every
forty-eight minutes they arrest a per-
son.accused of starting a fight. On an
average, a new prisoner is brought to
the Tombs every two hours, and every
five hours a criminal is eent from the

i city to State Prison.

But far faster than the police make
arrests the lawyers bring suits. A new
suit is started every ten minutes, and
one is brought to trial every fifteen
seconds. The courts are sadly behind
and the calendars growing longer and
longer, but still more lawyers are look-
ing for litigation. On an average New
York has a new lawyer every twelve
hoyry.—N. Y. “Tribune.’ !
