It may be in
that pleasant repose that other deposits en-
joy in the Savings bank but if 80 the police-
men and the people would like to know
it.

any move. This is discipline which would

apply first rate to ordinary affairs in the
police office but is hardly applicable to the
police fund.

Progress is asking questions abeut

this fund simply on behalf of those officers

onthe force who have right to know all
about it and those officers who were on the
force at the time and belped to raise it,

There are some of these in ithe city who

can lay claim to their share of the fand and

it will be & surprising thing if they do not

o #0 in the near future.

The silence in which the chief has wrap-

ped himself may be thoroughly dignified

but is not as satisfactory as it might be.

Curiously enough he seems to bave tak-

en the ground that as long as there are

questions asked about the fund he does not

propose to answer them. That is not g

bappy position and is apt to lead to re-

marks that may not be Jjusttfied at all,

Procress simply takes the reasonsble

ground that the chief, as one of the custo-

dians ot the police tund, hes a right to tell
his men where it is and what it amounts to.
