For the past two weeks the weather 
in Saint John has been unseasonably 
cold and there seemed to be little in­
ducement for the residents to move to 
their country homes. Notwithstanding 
the chilly atmosphere, however, a 
great proportion of the suburbanites 
have already taken up their temporary 
abode in their country homes. The ap­
parent eagerness of the residents and 
particularly the business men, to. move 
to their summer camps is shown by 
the heavy traffic which is already no­
ticeably on the suburban trains.
