Mr. E. W. Nesbitt raised the ques-
tion of a non-Canadian company doing
an export business from this country.
He was told by Sir Thomas that the
profits from such exports business
would be liable to the tax just as
though the business were in Canada
itself. A slight change was made in
the section to make this more clear.
Replying to a further questiom the
finance minister said that appeals
from a decision of the department to
the boards of refereeg provided for
and thence to the Exchequer Court
would be granted as a matter of right,
and that the consent of the govern-
ment would not be required. To Mr.
MacDonald who feared that the refe.
rees or the court might decide that
the decision of the minister of the de-
partment was final, Sir Thomas said
that, while the mi er or the depart-
ment would be the assessing agency,
the decision of that agency as to capi-
tal or net profits would be open to re-
vision upon appeal.

The Russian army fights in sheep-
|skins. Even the poorest Russian
“moufik,” or peasant, owns a sheep-
skin coat, a very rough affair with
the wool worn inside. Without such
{a garment he could not live through
| the intense frokt of a Russian winter,
but with it he will lie all night on a
snow bank, and be fit as a fiddle in
the morning.

Until' the war, troops have kept t
themselves warm on winter nights by
bivouacking around good fires. In
modern campaigning that sort of
thing is impossible. The range of
artillery is so great that slight glow
or smoke may bring a tremendous
fire from the enemy's guns, miles
away.

The French soldiers have a method
of making small fires of charcoal
which throw out no smoke or flame,
Our men in some cases manage to do
the same. And every old soldier
knows the value of a good bundle of
hay or straw in the trenches.
