The ranks of the Roll of Honor men 
from Pine Hill who enlisted for over­
seas service have already suffered de­
pletion. The first to give up his life 
was J. S. Ross, who enlisted in the 
navy and served first on H. M. S. 
Warspite, but was afterwards trans­
ferred to one of the ships which 
figured in the Jutland naval battle 
and was sunk on the fateful May 31. 
A few days later A. P. Maclvor, of the 
6th Mounted Rifles was struck with a 
bullet while trying to rescue some 
comrades, and while being carried to 
the dressing station was killed by a 
shell. Mr. Maclvor was a Cape Breton 
boy. a graduate of Dalhousie College, 
and had completed his second year in 
theology. In 1912 he was catechist 
at Humphrey's and Shedlac, N. B.

At the meeting of the General As­
sembly the Board of Finance was able 
to report a year of most, encouraging 
success in the face of the extra 
enormous demands upjon the people 
due to the war. The church did not, 
however, succeed in coming through 
the year free of debt. In a mission­
ary budget of over a million dollars 
there was a deficit of $170,000. This 
paragraph of the report, however, 
speaks for Itself:—"Under the most 
trying circumstances of war and Its 
accompanying sacrifices, and with 
many other causes appealing to the 
highest motives of patriotism and hu­
manity, the contributions to the bud­
get approximated those of the previous 
year. This Is a creditable showing 
and testifies to the loyalty and liber­
ality of the church. Deficits. In the 
funds of the church aggregating 
$170.000 engaged the serious attention 
of the board. After earnest discus­
sion It was decided to adopt the un­
usual course of recommending to the 
General Assembly that a special ap­
peal be made to every section of the 
church to remove this entire deficit. 
The magnificent gifts made by Cana­
dians of all classes to Patriotic, Red 
Cross and other funds are a convinc­
ing demonstration that In time of need 
our people can and will respond.'' 
The recommendation of the finance 
board was adopted by the assembly, 
and the Sabbath preceding Thanks­
giving Day be made the day for a 
special thank-offering for this pur­
pose. The finance committee of the 
eastern section are asking that the 
congregations of the Maritime Synod 
raise $25,000 or a little more than one- 
seventh of the whole. Thanksgiving 
Sunday will this year be October 8.
