The premier said that he had been in
communication with the G. T. R, for
some time, endeavoring to bring about a
gottlement. He had also received a
deputation from the trackmen and had
forwarded a statement of their claimas to
General Manager Hays, with & personsl
appeal in favor of she men. Then there
was an announcement that the G. T. R,
was negotiating with the strikers and he
presumed his inter/erence was no .
required. A mewspaper report foilowed
that the strike was settled and that two
members of parliament had in a manner
faked the matter from his hande. He
then ceased dealing with the subject. If
asked to resume in the interests of the

men he would be happy to do se.
The minister of railways dealt with
in connec-

tion with the strike. He received anum-
ber of co..munications from different
points stating that the of trains
on the G. T. R. was unsafe and on Satar-
day notified the Grand Trunk suthori-
ties that he must have the tracks ex-
amined. All arrangements were made
for the starting out of the engineerson
Monday to make the examination, but
the announcement of the close of the
sirike put an end to thir. Hon. Mr,
Blair pointed out that the company was
as much intereated as any y in
avoiding accidents. He gaid he would
not neglect his daty.

The opposition con-
tend that information and reports re-
ferred to by the minister of railways in
his speech on the second reading of the
bill are not in any official shape
before the house and that they are
therefore, justified in resisting commit-
ipg the country to a contract re-
garding which the facts are nof fally
knowr. The answer of the government
is that all information in their hands is
before the honge, and that it is not pos-
gible to do more than has been done.
Batween midnight and two o’clock this
morning there was a great deal of acri-
monions discuesion, but since that time
good - umor has prevailed. Both parties
are divided into three divisions, so taat
taere may be slways a quorum, each
one of which will take eight hours of
the day, and the intention of the oppo-
pition is to stave off any resulf until
the adjournment on BSatarday night.
The matter will then go over until Tues-
day.
