DETALS OF AWRUL '
- JAVA DISASTER,

Two Hundred Lives Lost by Volc‘gﬁic
Eruptions—Plantations Damaged.

Victoria, B. C, July 18—Néws_ was
brought by ‘the Empress of India of heéavy
volcanic eruptions which had occurred
about the end of June at Sourabaya, Java
island, as a wesult of which great damage
had been done to the sugar plantations
and about 200 lives had been lost, in-
cluding 10 or more Kuropean residents of
the island. The Singapore Free Press
gives details of an earlier outbreak at
Mt. Kloeth, 14 miles from Tawarg Redjo
Bolitar, Java,.in which the .correspondent
tells of showers of stones coming from
the mountain -and afterward sand and
ashes, which alarmed the natives consider-
ably. They thought the end of the world
had come. Two estates near that of the
correspondent were ' burned and forests
were set on fire by the lava. One super-
tendent ‘was badly burned while going
to another estate for ‘relief, and on his
arrival fell into a swoon from which he
did not recover. Another superintendent
was drowned with his two children, and
it was feared that many would be burned
to death, a fear which, when details were
afterward learned, proved all too true.

NOVA SCOTIA BRIDGE
HAS COST SIX LIVES,

Big Enginzering Feat in Its Con-
struction About to Be Attempted
‘Now--Watched With Interest:

Truro, N. S, July 18— (Special)—The
most difficult bridge to build in the mari-
time provinces is mow in course of erec-
tion over the Shubenacadie River, on the
Midland railway. The work is rendered
difficult by the fiercely rushing tides.
Some dix lives already have been lost. in
the work 'of construction. The piers are
now all in and two spans of the super-
gtructure are on. Two more spans are
‘built on shore, each weighing 170 tons.
‘1t is proposed to float these one at a time
‘at ‘high tide on scows from shore into
i place and settle them on to piers as the
'tide ebbs away. The strong tide givbs
“but 40 minutes, just on the turn, to take
' the span from the shore and place it in
. position.

It is a most difficult and particular piece
‘of work and should everything not go
like clock work the ivhole span may be
' wrecked by the tide and lost. The first
attempt was planned for today and hund-
ireds from 'ruro flocked to the spot, but
the tide was not right. KEngineers Arm-
strong, Noble and Taylor, and Provincial
Kngineer Murphy were present to witness
. the wonderful engineering attempt. Every-
thing is in readiness for suitable tide and
the result will be watched with intense
interest. If successful, the bridge will be
_completed in another month.

These attacks of illness had some
effect on the nature of his testimony,
causing him to forget several things which

An effort will be made to refresh his
memory tomorrow. It is expected that
‘his cross-examination will be extremely
'rigid. The most interesting portion of

- was the description of the bullet and the
