time to recover from the effects of the
first part of the trip.

. Morse and his wife occupy a suite at
the Piedmont hotel aud persons who have
seen the ex-banker in the last few days
say that the apparent improvement in his
condition is nothing short of marvellous,
.and it is said by those who have seen

Morse that 1t is' difficult to believe that a |

few weeks ago he was reported incurably
ill, with only a short while to live.
‘“Why,” said one who saw Morse today.
“I would not be
operating in Wall street in a few days.”
The physicians ascribe the physical im-
provement to the sick man’s mind. They
say that while a prisoner Morse would

not try to get well, but that now he is|

free he is resolved to recover and that
he is succeeding.

is on the road to recovery many people
are laughing about the campaign that re-
sulted in his pardon. Many people here,
including ‘some physicians, have never be-
lieved that Morse was as desperately ill
a3 he was reported to be, and when he
was pardened many wagers were made
that he would be a well man in a few
months.

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Eminent Men Deal
With Problem

More Lumber is Burned
Every Year Than
is Cut

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Premier
Borden, Gifford Pinchot,
and Many Noted Authori-
ties on Forestry at Can-
adian Convention at Ot-
tawa.

Ottawa, Feb. 7~~With addresses of wel-
come from Premier Berden and Sir W
frid Laurier, the annual meeting of the
Canadian Forestry Association opened in
{the railway committee mom of the com-
'mons here today and will continue in res
sion this afternoon and uening.

The premier paid tribute to the import
{ance to the country of such a body of
men a8 the Forestry Association. He
\compared Canada to a young man who
had inherited a vast estate, and unless
carefully watched was liable to squander
his wealth. In like manner supervision
of the country’s enormous forest wealtl
was necessary. He especially urged the zs-
sociation to impress both legislators and
the people with the necessity of check-
ing the forest fire evil.

“There are some things on which the
|prime minister and myself can agree,”
said Sir Wilfrid Laurier, “and the cou-
servation of forests is one of these.” He
enumerated the chief enemies of the for-
est as the prospector, the settler and the
railway, and said that the premier’'s idea
|that the land should be surveyed to as-
| certain whieh parts should be left in forest
and which settled was a good one.

George ¥. Chown, of Kingston, deliver-
ed his presidential address, reviewing con
cisely the Work of the vear. He urged
an aggressive forward policy on:

(1.) The taking of the forestry services,
both dominion and provincial out of poli
{tics, making way for technically trained
| men.

(2.) A permanent forest policy, and
especially a progressive policy with regard
|to the treatment of forest reserves.

(3.) Some efficient manner of guardi ng
|against forest fires.

Over 200 were present at the initial
meeting. One of the features of the
morning was a strong and remarkabiy
strlkmg appeal made by Archdeacon I\em
son of Moose Factory, Hudson Bay Ter-
ritory, for the employment of mnative In-
dians- as fire rangers in the north instoal
of “men sent from civilization who were
lgnorant of the difference between a fry-
ing pan and a paddle.”

Protection from Fires.

The afternoon . session as " devoied
chiefly to the question of protection from
{fire, and in this connection a lengthy dis-
jcussion took place, at the end of which
xthe report of a special committee charged
with the work of looking into fires was
,adoptod
]
| “We spend more money in fighting fires
{than probably all the ompomhons in the
Dominion of Canada,” said N. Stewart
Dunlop, claims agent of the eastern divis-
ion, Canadian Pacific Railw ay, in Mon-
treal. “If the lumbermen and the farmers
took the trouble the railways did the forest
fires would be considerably fewer,” he said

Hon. Sydney Fisher was the next speak-
er. He explained that as a result of re-
presentations made by the Forestry Asso-
clation the work of the railways with re-
spect to forest fires had been placed under
the Junsdlctwn of the board of railway
commxssuonels

“In the Yrovince of Ontauo during the
last forty years there has been more tlm»
ber destroyed by fire than has been cut,
said Hon. W. A. Charlton, M. P, ex-
minister of crown lands for Ontario. He
advocated a system of dividing the coun-
try into districts, each district under the
charge of a competent woodsman. The
wages of fire rangers in Ontario should be
raised, and more should be employed.

Too Much Politica, Says Pinchot.

Gifford Pinchot, president of the Ameri-
can Conservation Association, said that
| there was no hope of an efficient fire tight-
ing organization while the rangers con-
tinued to be appointed for political reasons
and without an examination. The main
consideration was to get men to the fire in
the shortest possible time

iReport on Forest Fire Legislation.

The committee on forest fire laws report-
ed at very considerable length. This com
mittee is composed of Dr. B. E. Fernow,
dean of the faculty of forestry of the Uuni-
versity of Toronto, chairman, and Thoras
Southworth, ex-superintendent of forestry
and eolonization for Ontario; W. C. J.
Hall, chief of the forest protective service
of Quebec; EHwood Wilson, forester of
| the Laurentide Paper Co., Quebec; Dr
| Judson I'. “lark, forest engineer, British
Columbia; Frank Davison, lumberman and
| member of the commission of conservation,
Nova Scotia, and G. C. Piche, F. E., chief
of the forest service, Quebec.

The committee state that they collected
all the existing forest fire legislation in
Canada and most of the United States
They also received expressions of opinion
from competent persons and upon thesze
they based their report. They find ‘hat
while the dominion and all the provincial
governments have passed legislation to pro
tect forests from fire, .these laws vary
greatly in detail and in efficiency. They
review the laws of all the provinces, and
taking all things into consideration they
state that the law of Nova Seotia is prob-
ably the most efficient for the conditions
there. New Brunswick, Quebec and On-
tario have laws which are good in many
respects, but they were all primarily de
signed to protect unorganized territory,
and they need to be supplemented by pro-
vigions looking to the co- opexatmn of
*(ountw and lownship authorities <in the
{ organized distriets with the officers of the
\provin(‘e and the rangers of the lumber-
| men- in the unorganized districts. The
| lawg of the prairie provinces were de-
signed imn the first place to stop prairie
fires and need to be very considerably sup-
| plemented. In British- Columbia and the
| dominion' fire protection is largely a mat-
ter of executive administration.

The committee reports that legislation

to be effective ‘must be carried out by a -
