British and Foreign.
[By Telegraph to Associated Press.]

LoxpoN, March 3.
The reply of the American Government
to Granville's note is expected to reach
London a week from Tuesday.
The Observer says should England re-
nounce the treaty of Washington, the
United States would take no immediate
action in consequence, but would insist on
the right hitherto claimed for American
Seamen to fish in Canadian waters and on
that point would meet no opposition from
England.
The Emperor Francis Joseph issued a
decree, declining to . recognize -the old
Catholic Bishops or opponents of the
Dogma of Infallibility as part of Roman Ca-
tholic hierarchy of Aastria.
It is reported that megotiations for &
Commercial Treaty between France and
ltaly have been interrupted by Prussia.
Cabinet differences sre anticipated on the
question of the adjournment of the Assem-
bly, in regard to Oatholio petitions, in re=
ference to diplomatic representation in
France, and concerning the bill to further
restrict the liberty of the Press.

Blowing Men from the Mouths of
Cannon !

FIFTY MEN THUS EXECUTED AT THE WILL OF A
DEPUTY COMMISSIONER !

The conduct of Government officials in
India in blowing from the cannon's mouth
some fifty naiives, has created much excite-
ment in England, sod the facts baviug
been ascertained the aot is generally con-
demued. The men who mét with death in
this terrible form belonged ta the Kookas,
a tribe or caste of Hindoos, who to the
pumber of threo hundred revolted against
English rule. They attacked & Govern-
ment station near Delhi and killed one or
two of the soldiers of the garrison bué
were promptly repulsed with far greater
loss to themselves. Of course they were
pursued in their retreat.and, us we are
now informed, ** literally’hunted down.”
Of the captives, m{ were selected for
execution on the spof, and sixteen more
were put to death at Umballa, the
insurrection baving been, even before
the executions, completely sqpprcsed.
Commenting oD the executions, the
Times observes it is quite conceivable that
even this measure O %_unishmeng might
not have been too great for the exigencies
of the occasion. Action grompt in 1857,
the Times believes, wouﬁ ave saved Eng-
land from the terriblg mutiny of the Ben-
fnlsrm and the =an; contests which
ollowed. And it * That three hund-
red men should in the immediate neigh-
borhood of the army of exergise attempt an
armed insurrection against the Supreme
Government is of itself 8 circumstancs
tending to perplex our conolusigns.” The
Indian Government is proceeding to in-
vestigate the whole circumstances attend-
ing these executiops, and Deputy ©om-
missioner Cowan, tbe _in _gharge,
has been suspended pend he enquiry.
