Let those
societies and individuals who are anxious
to exert themselves for the suppression
of evil, and have done so much good in
the restriction of Sunday liquor selling,
exert themselves as strenously to close
the livery stables on Sunday, and they
will strike at the root of this rapidly
growing evil and be entitled to the thanks
of the community more than by the sup-
pression of a dozen gift enterprises. ' It
has always been a sort of mystery to me
why the dry goods merchant, the grocer,
or the liquor dealer, should be compelled
by law to close their places of business on
Sunday and the livery stable keeper al-
lowed to pursue his vocation the same as
on any other day of the week.

ST. VALENTINE AND IIIS DAY.
THE. AGE OF VALENTINE,
Sometime between the tenth and
twelfth century there lived a monk in the
convent at Erfut, known to fame as an
alchemist and deep student. It was even
hinted that he, living like a hermit, and
carrying on his studies by himself, had
discovered the philosopher’s stone. The
idea that lead, iron and other base metals
could be changed to gold caused many
men before and after that age to devote
their time to endeavoring to divine the
secret. Many secrets valuable in chemist-
ry were discovered by these students,
which were not used, and if used fre-
quently brought destruction on their
heads. An ignorant age could not see or
hear anything different or new but witch-
craft was at the bottom of it, and speedy
punishment was visited on the offending
head.
THE MAN VALENTINE.
In such an age lived Valentine, not
yet arrived at the dignity of a Saint,
keeping to himself, studying and writing,
but hiding all his works from the vulgar
gaze and from his brother monks, so that
his life was a mystery to all who knew
him: There was no enterprising news-
paper to send a special reporter to inter-
view him and publish his ideas to the
world. He died at a ripe old age, a
mystery to everyone, and his great secret
still hid from the world. Sear¢h was
made for his works; butno earthly power
could find them until the lightning from
heaven came to their aid and shattered a
large pillar in the convent, where all his
manuseripts were found as he had left
them. But instead of alchemy and the
philosopher’s stone were found works on
religion that raised him at once to the
dignity of a Saint, and the 14th of Febru-
ary was set apart to be kept in memory
of him. This much of Valentine and his

is honored over nearly the whole world
with some sort of rites. There are seve-
ral theories on the .custom of honoring
St. Valentine’s day, and the application
of the name to the festivities of the day
seems to have been purely accidental.

A GOOD -OLD CUSTOM.

It seems probable thathe custom was
taken from the ancient Romans, who,
during the Luperealéa, were in the habit
of putting the names of young marriage-
able men and women in different boxes,
L drawing them out.simaltaneously, and
making them husband and wife. This,
to our idea, was rather unceremonious,
and we think there must have been con-
siderable of swapping going-on among
the boys before they would show their
tickets. Weimagine that the names of
some wemen, who had neither good looks
nor good temper to recommend them,
would be shoved off ‘unsight and un-
"Seen” as far as they could be.got to go.
Another aneient writer says the customs
of St. Valentine’s day arose from natural
causes. ‘¢ The birds,” says he, ‘at this
season of the year pair off, and man and
woman naturally do the same.”

THE GOLDEN AGE OF VALENTINES:

However, whenever, wherever the cus-
tom arose, in the fifteenth century we find
it at its height. - From the palace of the
king to the cottage.of the.peasant, the
custom of ¢hoosing a valentine was uni-
versal. During the fifteenth and six-
teenth century, on the eve of the day,
each gentleman by lot chose a valentine,
and he was in duty bound for one year to
be her true and trusty knight. From
these engagements, no doubt, real ' and
lasting owes followed. It was a strange
custom, more like being betrothed for a
little while on speculation than anything
else. Those were days of chivalry, but
they have departed, and the old eustoms
have degenerated. The 14th of February
has been modernized and become a sort
of free letter day—a day on which, un-
der the patronage of St. Valentine, de-
ceased, you can send letters to friends or
foes. . Love-sick swains address’ their
lady loves in rhyme, generally more ex-
pressive than correct; clerks seize the
opportunity to send an employer some
horrible caricature, that touches a fancy,
or foible of his; servant maids favor their
mistresses in the same way; in fact near-
ly every one inglnlges in the extravagance
of a postage stamp on this day.

VALENTINES IN SCHOOL.

The young folks look forward to the
day, and send and expect their valen-
tines. 'Who does not remember his first
Valentine’s day at school? For days bc-
fore busy making rhymes, all alone
in some cold corner of the house,
or while pretending to study very
diligently at school, scratching, writing
and rewriting dozens to be used when
the day should come, and on the 14th at
the school house a full hour before the
time, slipping round, sticking valentines
in the girls’ desks. But the girls were
there too, looking, oh, so innocent. When
the school opened the teacher looked
surprised to see almost every seat filled,
and commenced his morning prayer,
while the pupils regretted so much that
he could and would pray with his eyes
open, as it gave them no chance to open
their desks and get the precious docu-
ments that must be there.

: Murder as Mania.

For the epidemics of disease modern
observation has discovered causes and
conditions, against ‘whieh preventive
measures may befand now commonly are
taken. The sphere of morals is one in

which it is more difficult to conduct ob-
servation and we are as yet certain
scarcely of more than that there are epi-
demics of crime no less than of physical
disease. Curiously enough, the cases fol-
fow a strict analogy. As we have at one
time cholera sweeping fatally across the
world, again an outbreak of small-pox,
this year a prevalence of scarlet fever and
of a virulent type of -erysipelas; so crime
develops itself at one season inalonglist
of burglaries, at -another in a prevalence
of street robberies, now in a proneness to
murder which seems to have assumed al-
most the character of a social mania:~
Why this is we do not know; it is not
improbable that there are conditions
which may be discovered in the future.

Yet one thing is certain, that theugh
Wwe may not | know ' so”much as we shall
about preventing crime, we do know
that swiftness and severity of punish-
ment tend to repress it. That much re-
peated phrase of  the. ruffian Reynolds,
“hanging for murdetr’s played out in New
York,” seems almost to have acted as a
germ. for the small-pox in developing v
characteristic epidemic. @ For months
New York and its vicinity have been the
scene of most brutal and unprovoked
murders, such as are in their frequency
absolutely without precedent.

The Law’s Delay.
A ‘caSe Wa$ recently considered by the
United States Supreme Court which is
perhaps the most extraordinary instance

The case was one involving the owner-
ship of immense landed estates in Prince
George’s county, Maryland. Not only
the parties who originally brought the
suit are all dead, but also the defendants,
the counsel on both sides and nearly all
the witnesses. The property was admit-
ted to have been once owned by two bro-
thers named Crawford, one of whom was

alleged to have been secretly married to
Betsy Taylor. Both brothers died after
a time; and Betsey claimed the property.
The claim was disputed by the only rela-
tives of the deceased brothers—a family
by the name of Blackburn. Before the
case came td be decided; however, Betsy
died, and her children’breught - the suit.
The Blackburns claimed that Betsy was
not the lawful wife of Thomas Crawford,
that therefore the children were illegiti-
mate and not entitled to a share in the
property. The records, testimony and
rulings fill several volumes. The case
was before several courts and the judges
were always divided. At last it reached the
supreme court, and the lower Court having
decided that there was a marriage, the
Supreme Court affirned the dccision about
a month ago, and the Blackburns were
defeated.  Since the case was first open-
ed, Betsey and her four children have
died, also the priest ‘who married’ her to
Crawford, her sister, mother and brother
and all the original attorneys. The 'last
contestants for the property were Bet-
sey’s grandchildren, who by marriage
have become the distant relatives of the
Blackburns.

B8hipping Notes.
The brig Bonito, of this port, Robison,
imaster, which arrived at New York on
the 11th inst. from Cardenas, 14 days pas-
sage, reports : having had strong N. and
N. W. gales. Split sails, &c. They were
6 days north of Hatteras.
The brig Hattie Eaton, which arrived
at New York on the same date, 26 days
from St. Thomas, reports fine weather up
to Hatteras, from thence, 9 days, had
strong N. E. and N. W. gales. On the
7th inst., lat. 38, lon. 72, they passed a
vessel's spar, bright,with masthead paint-
ed white; on the 9th, lat. 39 30, lon. 72,
passed a vessel's boat about 20 feet long
scraped bright. .
The schooner William, of this port,
with a cargo of scrap-iron, for Baltimore,
went ashore on Chickamiconsica Island,
25 miles north of Hatteras, on the 6t
inst., during a gale. The crew were
saved. The vessel will probably be a total
1oss.
The bark Kate Crosby, Hibbert,jmas-
ter, from Antwerp, which stranded off
Redcar on the 26th ult. and was towed off
and proceeded,arrived at Middlesborough
on the 29th, making no water, and appar-
ently not having received any damage.
The Henrietta, Wishart, master, from
Bull River, S. C., for London, with phos-
phate rock, put into Fayal on the 14th
ult., leaky, having thrown overboard
about 40 tons of her cargo. She would
require to have her upper works caulked,
and undergo other slight repairs.
The ship George H. Oulton, from this
port for Liverpool, which put into Fayal
on the 3rd ult. with loss of spars, sails,
etc., was repairing on the 16th ult., and
would be ready to sail in a few days.
Messrs. Hall & Fairweather’s new ship
Lilian, now lying at Pettingill’s wharf, is
to be placed on Lloyd’s blocks to be yel-
low metal sheathed, rigged and fitted for
sea. She has been chartered to take a
cargo of lumber to Montevideo.
The new bark Lottie Stewart, launched
at Black River yesterday, was towed into
the harbor last evening. She was hauled
alongside Robertson’s wharf to-day where
she will take in her spars.

Advices from Rangoon dated the 25th
ult., state that the stern of a boat and
some portions of a wreck, supposed to be
belonging to the ship Asteriana, were
picked up off the Andaman Islands in Oc-
tober last. The Asteriana registered 1,-
245 tons, was built at Indiantown in 1869,
and was owned by D. V. Roberts, Esq.
Captain Campbell was her commander.

The bark Tidal Wave, Hatfield, master,
from Antwerp for Philadelphia, which
passed the Isle of Wight on the 27th ult.,
when anchored off Deal came into collision
with the bark Helen Campbell. The in-
jury to her hull was slight. She repaired
and proceeded on the 6th inst. for her
destination. The T. W. is owned by F.
Tufts, Esq., of this city.

The ship Montezuma, Leavitt, master
from this port on the 28th December, ar-
rived at Penarth Roads on the 17th ult.
No word has yet been received concern
ing pilot Haviland who took the vessel to
sea and was supposed to have been car-
ried across. Geo. Leavitt, Esq., has tele-
graphed home for information concerning
him. His family are very anxious as to
his safety. The M. has been ordered to
Sharpness Point.

Later.—In answer to the telegram of
Geo. Leavitt, Esq., as to ‘“ where, when
and how Haviland left the Montezuma,’
the following reply has been received
foom Captain Leavitt: Pilot left ship at
Little River Head, midnight 27th Decem-
ber in his own boat.

There is little doubt but that the un-
fortunate fellow has been drowned. This
will make the second pilot drowned, be-
longing to this port, inside of four
months. The information was conved to
his family as soon as received, it was a
sad blow to them as they had hoped he
was safe in England. We sympathize
with them in their sad brevem-nt.

The bark Maud Scammell was floated
from her mud bed at high water to-day
and hauled into Lloyd’s blocks, where
she will be yellow metal sheathed and
fitted for sea. She has been chartered 7%
