AN APE AS A SWITCHMAN,

A Capetown Cariosity Doing His Master's
Work and Drawing His Salary.
From the Omaha Bee.

Two years ago when I was in South Africa
for a New York firm of exporters I was” in-
formed that eight miles up the railrond which
runs from Capetown north there was a trained
ape which acted as a switchman and drew.a

ular salary for his master, °

f course I believed the story to be a
canard, but felt that it was worth while in-
vestigating. I stopped at a little station on
the railroad in Cape Colony and was directed
to a small switch house, 200 gl‘dl up the
track from the place where the train had
stopped. - The switch-tender was_sitting out-
side the door in an arm chair, and by his side
stood, or rather, crouched, an enormous Afri-
can ape, which was fully five feet high
when erect.

As the switch tender arose to answer my
enquiry I noticed that he was armless. I
asked him whether it was true that his ape
performed theduties of switchman and was
told to watch for five minutes and see for my-
self. - A few minuteslater the rambling noise
of an approaching train was heard, the
noise increased the ape jum from his crouch-
ing position to the place where the white arm
of the switch stood thrown to the left.

At a signal from the switchman the a)
jumped forward, seized the key, unlocked the
padlock which held the switch n position,
and, grasping the lever with his muscular
arm, threw it to. the right. The train dashed
over the switch to the side track of thestation,
and in a second the switch was thrown back
into position, and the ape again took his seat
by his master to wait for further orders.

It was certainly & wonderful performance
and I would not have believed it unless I had
seen it. 'The man informed me that he had
lost his arms in a railroad accident while em-
f;oyed by the company as a. switch-tender.

uring the five years previous to the accident
he had trained the ape merely as a matter of
recreation and to employ his leisure time while
stationed at that lonely outpost of the Cape-
town Railway. ¢
