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to the blood Vein River Indians. This could be done by

the Indian Agent,after explaining the matter to the

Indians, and the amount, $53.50, should then be handed to

Mr. Mattheson by the Agent and a receipt taken from him

for the same, which should be forwarded to you and then

transmitted to the Department to be kept of record here.
