If the Indians needlng work can make ten or
twelve dozen baskets exsctly the sume size and shape
as the sample you sent me, we will take them at $1,50
ver dozen, To avoid confusion, I am returning the
sample basket, -The baskets should be packed in
threes and placed in heavy cartons, and as the porder
i3 not likely to welgh 100 lbs., it will be cheaper
to send it to Ottawa by express, The cartons should
be addressed as followsi
