The following instructions supersede those ocutlined in
my 3elegram of the 10th of Jume, No.l02, and should be made the
basis of immediate represemtations to the Seeretary of State.

/. The Canadian Govermment regrets that the United States
Government has anmounced a deecision to require passports q__l_\
\vuu from all Canadians entering the United States, |
mm the regret with which we should see an end brought
to a berder procedure which was distinetive amd symbolie

of the special neighbourhood relations betweem our two poopl.u,
e anticipate serious economie effects upon our capasity for
carrying on the war effort which each weeks events are making
more imperative and more difficult. The mere anmouncement

of the United States action has already resul ted in halting
arrangements for visiting Canada by thousands of United States
oitizens who have either misinterpreted the effect of the
anmouncement by the Department of State or who anticipate

the taking of similar astion by the Govermment of Canada.

It the ﬂmlil; Government are compelled to take such action
the effect of these joint policies would undoudbtedly be to
deprive Canada of a great part ort/%;itol States exchange which
is essential if we are to make the purchases vital for our

e

war preparations.
