Buildings.
The buildings consist of a main building and two large 

two-storied pavilions, besides ice house, gas generator 
house, farm house, etc. The main building contains the 
central heating plant and laundry ; general kitchen, dining 
room and store rooms; offices and assembly room, infirm-

ary wards and quarters for staff and help. The pavilions 
provide dressing and sitting rooms for patients and wide 
balconies for sitting and sleeping out in the open air 
and generally “taking the cure.” They all face south or 
south-west, and command a view of the valley and the 
lake. All buildings are heated by steam, lighted by acety­
lene gas and connected with water supply and sewerage 
system. At present there is accommodation for sixty 
patients.
