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§7. PATRICK IN THE FAR WEST.

MOST REV. JOHN HEALY, D, D,
Concluded.

Gerald Barry, who wrote gome years
later, in the beginning of the thirteenth
century, refers to the same popular be-
lief as almost universal. He himself,
however, does not attribute the absence
of all polsonous reptiles to the power
of Patrick and his crozier. He says
rather that it is due to certain
propertles in the air and in the soil of
the land which render it fatal to all
venomous things ; and he quotes Vener-
able Bede,who wrote in the eighth cen-
tury and states the same. The Welsh-
man declares, furthermore, that if any-
thing poisonous was brought from other
Jands, it perished at once when it
tonched the soil of Ireland. I will not
attempt to settle this controversy, or
decide on the truth of thealleged facts.
For eight hundred years at least the
popular voice has attributed this im.
munity to the merits of St. Patrick and
his blessing of Ireland from the Reek.
That he drove away the demons of in-
fidelity and paganism, corporeal or in-
corporeal, cannot be questioned ; and
Jorelyn says he drove away the toads
apd serpents also, in order that the
demons, if they returned, might have

for the pilgrimage, and we are told in
the Annals *‘ that thirty of the fasting
folk ** perished in a thunder storm on
the mountain in the year A, D. 1113,
on the mnight of the 17th of March.
But like those who die in Jerusalem on
p_ilgrlmuge, no doubt their lot was con-
sidered a happy one,

It was doubtless the hardships and
dangers attendant on the pilgrimage to
l_mch a steep and lofty mountain that
induced the late Archbishop, Most
Rev. Dr. MacEvilly, to apply to the
Pope for anthority to change the place
of pilgrimage to some more convenient
spot. The petition was granted on the
27th May, 1883, and at the same time a
plenary indulgence was granted on any
day during the three summer months
to all who would visit the church de
signated by the Ordinary ; and a partial
indulgence of 100 days for every single
visit paid to that church during the three
months named—June, July and August.
There is nothing, I believe, to prevent
the Ordinary still ** designating ' the
little oratory on the summit of the
mountain, ard I did so last summer, ax
you know, with very wonderful results
I should not wish to see this ancient
pilgrimage discontinued. 1 know Ilis
Eminence Cardinal Moran is of the
same mind, Movreover, it is practically

so congenial abode in which to take
refuge.

Patrick having received all these
great favors from God descended the
mountain on Holy Saturday, and re-

turned to Agbagower, where be cele- |

brated the great Kaster festival with
peloved friends, Senach the Bishop,
Mathona the nun, and Aengus the
student, who was then learning his
catechism and his psalms.

PATRICIAN PILGRIMAGES,

It may be well to say a few words
concerning the Pilgrim itself. It is
pardly necessary to observe that pil-
grimages of this kind, for the purpose
of visiting in a spirit of faith and pen-
ance holy places sanctified by the pen-
ance and by the labors of our Saviour
and His Saints, have been in use from
the earliest days of Christianity, and
will continue to the end of time. They
are the natural outcome of Christian
piety, and they have always proved to
be a most eflicaciovs means of enlivea-
ing Christian faith and deepening
Christian devotion. Pilgrimages to the
sacred scenes in the Holy Land were
made long before the time of St
Helena, and, one way or another, are
still made every year by members of
every Church that callsitsell Christian,

In~ Ireland, too, such pilgrimages
have been made from the begioning,
and not unpaturally to the places most
intimately associated with the life and
labors of St. Patrick. Of those, four
stand out as the most celebrated—those
{ Armagh, Downpatrick, Lough Derg,
and the Reek ; and for many centuries
the two last have been by far the most
irequented plices of penance and devo-
tion. This is not the place to speak of
Lough Derg, the most famous place of
pilgrimage in the North of Ireland, and
if we do not except the Reek, the most
celebrated in all Ireland.

PILGRIMAGE TO THE REEK.

Now we find the pilgrimage to the
Reek existing from the very beginning.
The ancient road by which the pilgrims
crossed over the hills from Aghagower
to the Reek can still be traced, worn
bare, as it were, by the feet of so many
generations ol Patrick’'s spiritual chil-
dren. No doubt the celebrity and
sanetity of the place in popular estima
tion arose not only from the fact that
St. Patrick prayed and fasted there for
forty days, and blessed the hill itself,
and the people, and all the land from
its summic, but also from the promise
of pardon said to be made in favor of
sll those who performed the pilgrimage
in a true spirit of penance. In the
Tripartite Life the first privilege St.
Patrick is said to bave asked and ob-
tained from God, is tbat any of the
Irish who did penance even in his last
hour would escape the fire of hell.
