On Sunday a very large congregation
was present at the evening cervice 1 the
Pro-Cathedral, Kensington, when, after
solemu Vespers, the Rev. Walter Croke
Robiu:on preached on the Catholic prac
tice of devotion to the Blessed Virgin, In
the course of an eloquent aul interesting
sermon, which laste 1 for some fifty three
minutes, the rev. preacher proceedad to
say : I suppose if I was to go iuto the
street to-nmight, and ask half a-dozen—the
first half-doz:n I met—of the citizens of
London what is it they obj:ct to in the
Catholic Church, they would say the wor-
ship of the Virgin. ~ Although our Lady
ha: saul “Henceforth all gencrations shall
call me blessed,” they will not call her
blessed.

Guelph Mercury, July 14.

After
mass the Bishop addressed a few words to
the children, explaining the importance
of the ordinance.

them. I'rom what he had seen this morn-
ing at the coufirmation, it appeared to

VISIT OF THE BISHOP TG ARTHUR,
From the Arthvr Enterprise,

A couple of hundred Catholic children
being under preparation for confirmation
and it becoming known that his Lordship
Bishop Carbery was coming to Arthur
last Saturday from Macton, for the pur-
pese of administering to them that sacra-
ment, many of the congregation proceeded
in conveyances to Goldstone where the
Bishop was met at 2 30 p, m. and escorted
to tha church here.

Oun the procession approaching
and during its progress through the town
the public bell was pealed as a mark of
respect by the citizens, many of whom
appeared in holiday attire, and weaded
their way to the chuich at the door of
which the Bishop was met by Father
Doherty and the sanctuary boys, and the
usual ceremonies of the church com-
menced, after which he proceeded to his
tlrove attended by Vicar-General Heenan
aud Father Doherty, and assuming the
pontifical robes, ascended the altar and
gave bin diction.
