NEW CHURCH IN TORONTO,

The new French church, on King street
east, Toronto, Known as that of the Sacred
Heart, was consccrated yesterday after
noon with imposlng ceremonies, and in
the presence of a Iarge aseemblage, T'he
altar has been tastefully arranged, and was
set cff to the beet advantage by a well-
devised distributfon of floral wreaths,
The walls were partially covered
with eymbolical and allegorical pictures,
and with shields and banuers of cloth,
on each of which was wrought a Latin
ingeription, while the ceiling was fes.
tooned with immense strips of cloth in
red, white, and blue, The preliminary
ceremonizl commenced shortly after
three o'clock, at the close of which Very
Rev. J. M. Laurent, administrator of the
Archdiocese, solemnly dedicated the
sacred edifice,

Rev. Fatber Nolin, O. M [, of Ottawa,
felicituted the French congregation in a
few appropriate worde, after which he
delivered a sermon in Engligh, epeaking
from the words “Behold thy Mother,”
He taid that the occasion was an impos
ing and auspicious one, The church
which had vow been dedicated had
changed its destination, Therefore they
had all reagon to be thankful that they
enjoyed the advantages of and belonged
to the one true Courch of Christ, The
Scripturee, the writings of the Fathers,
and tradition, all pointed to the Catholic
Cburch as being the one true represen
tative of Christ and His Apostles. It
was necessary, in order to perpetuate
the religion of Jesus Christ, that there
should be a visible Church on earth, and
the distinguishing marks of the
Catholie Cburch, Catholicity, Apostolic
ity and unity, were the essential qualifi
cations of the Church. The Catholic
Church, in order to maintain that posi
tion, must be able to trace its origin
back to the Apostles, and the fathers
and ministers of the Courch must be
able to prove their credentials, and
