In the Gulf of
Riga, which a German fleet has succeeded
in entering, on the 18th, 19th and 20th of
August the German and Russian fleets
were engaged, and the Germans are said
to have lost a super-dreadnought, three
cruisers and seven -torpedo boats; the
Russian losses being reported to have been
two or three small véssels. The remainder
of the German fleet is said to have with-
-drawn from the Gulf. Full details of the
sea fight are not yet forthcoming; but itis
understood that the disaster to the Ger-
man ships was largely caused by mines.
It is-believed that the Russians are beginn-
ing to receive more adequate supplies of
munitions, and perhaps of the big guns in
which they are so much outclassed by
their Teutonic foes, and that the advance
of the enemy within their territory will
soon be checked. The events of the next
few weeks in the East will be awaited with
profound interest and the deepest anxiety.

The operations on the Gallipoli Penin-
sula apparently progressed favorably to
the Allies, who are supposed steadily to
have gained ground, though no details of
the operations are permitted to transpire.
A most regrettable incident in connexion
therewith occured at the end of the week
last previously reviewed, in the loss of the
British transport, the Royal Edward, which
was torpedoed and sunk by a German
submarine in the Aegean Sea, with a loss
of over 1000 men.

QUEBEC TO CONTROL ITS
HATCHERIES
S
Ottawa, Aug. 17.—Dominion Hatcheries
in the Province of Quebec in which inland
fish are propagated, are now being trans«
ferred to the Quebec Govemment. Four
hatcheries are involved in the transfer;!
thos¢ at Mount Tremblant, St. Alexis,
Hag; mmw%
hatcheries being that of different varieties
of game fish.
This action of the Dominion authorities
comes as a consequence of a recent decis-
ion of the Privy Council that the provinces
owned the inland fisheries. Some years
ago the Dominion transferred inland fish-
eries in Ontario to the Government of
that province, and is now following suit
in the case of Quebec. Since the Quebec
Government regulates the inland fisher-
ies, it was considered anomalous for the
Dominion to take the responsibility of
propagating them.
There is still no change in the situation
as regards the control of the tidal waters
of Quebec, disputed between the domin-
ion and provincial authorities. Both sides
have agreed to submit a case to the
courts, but have not as yet carried out the
legal preliminaries to such action.
