C. H. Carey, a contractor, stated 
that his contract for repairs to side­
walks had been completed and he de­
sired payment.

Miss Martha Stevenson asked for 
a rebate of taxes paid in respect of 
school, as she learned that the town­
ship school was not used in her dis­
trict, where West Brantford school 
was being attended.

J. H. Minshall paid his taxes under 
protest against the increased assess­
ment upon his property. He did not, 
he claimed, get enough out of it to 
pay his taxes. He asks for a square 
deal.

Echo Place Improvement Associa­
tion submitted a statement of the 
disbursements of the $500 granted to 
them for road improvements.
T The same association recommend­
ed a rebate of the taxes asked for by 
the Canada Glue Company, because 
of severe loss by fire. The amount of 
the desired rebate is $557 of a total 
paid of $1,044.31. /

An approximate estimate of the 
work to be done on the extension of 
the river dyke from the farm of Jos. 
Waterhouse to Birkett’s Lane, was 
submitted. The cost would be $2,- 
464 inclusive. The plan of work w.is 
given by Township Engineer Jackson.

A dispute over a culvert under the 
Burford Road at Mount Vernon was 
reported upon by the engineer, who 
had examined the ground. He believes 
that originally there was a divide or 
watershed at the culvert on the pres­
ent road. It had been emptying south 
for some forty years. His report up­
on 1913 sidewalks showed that one 
flag on Emily street had heaved and 
cracked. He recommended its being 
repaired at the contractor’s cost.

The cost of West street sidewalk 
was also reported upon. The total 
was $1,194, and he understood the city 
had agreed to pay half, making the 
share of each municipality $597.24.

perial authorities. These are stimu­
lating industry considerably, keeping 
thousands of employes working 
throughout the winter in factories, 
many of which are running night and 
day shifts. While many of these in­
dustries may find conditions slack 
after this active, and obviously arti­
ficial period, these war orders have 
prevented such unfavorable condi­
tions from bein6 present this winter. 
About 3,500 factories are said to have 
been affected favorably by the orders. 
The Government authorities are too 
busy to give out information as ;o 
war orders just now, but details will 
come forward in official documents 
later, probably long after the war 
has ceased. In the meantime, th-re 
has been gathered reports, facts, and 
figures, from which an approximate 
estimate can be made as to the value 
of war orders being placed in Can­
ada. The information has been ob­
tained from official sources when­
ever possible.

MONTREAL, Dec. 7.—A solution 

of the problem of participation by the 
British self-governing Dominions in 
the councils of the Empire, which de­
termine peace and war, may come 
out of the present European conflict, 
according to Sir Robert Laird Bor­
den, who debit with the subject of the 
consolidation of the Empire, in the 
course of an address he delivered this 
afternoon before the Canadian Club 
of Montreal

Sir Robert said that at present the 
overseas dominions had no voice di­
rectly through their ministers or their 
parliaments in the councils of the 
Empire, which decided the issues of 
peace and war. It would be rash to 
predict the method by which this 
great problem would be solved, but 
of this he was convinced:

LONDON, Deb. 5.—A despatch to 
the Times from Copenhagen says:

“The latest German casualty list 
cnotains the names of 13,721 officers 
and men killed, wounded and missing. 
This makes a total of 658,483, not in­
cluding the previous Württemberg, 
Saxon and Bavarian lists.

“The Bavarians suffered heavily, ac* 
eroding to the present list, with over 
9,000 casualties out of the total of 
13,000. One regiment of 3,000 lost 
1,600 men in Flanders, including three 
generals.

“An examination shows that the av­
erage Austrian and German losses 

daily during the last four months has 
been about 30,000 men.”

The presence of the Canadian High 
Commissioner in London, however, 
had made possible an understanding 
and co-operation between the Do­
minion and British Governments.

Sir Robert discussed the habit of 
German thought toward problems of 
government, and said it was entirely 
different from, and, indeed, antagon­
istic, to the conception which was 
entertained in English-speaking coun­
tries. It was the German ideal that 
the individual exists for the state and 
not the state for the individual. The 
Germans believed that the system of 
democratic government which pre­
vailed in English-speaking countries, 
was of a temporary and evanescent 
type. Among the utterances of those 
who have most widely influenced 
German opinion during the past quar­
ter of a century, one did not fail to 
discover the profound conviction that 
the British Empire chiefly stood in 
the way of German expansion and 
predominance. They frankly declared 
that Germany must fight for and win 
quickly all that the other nations at­
tained in centuries of natural develop­
ment. The struggle now going on 
challenged the continued existence of 
the Empire,. and involve dthe destiny 
of the Dominions. With the defeat oi 
the British navy there would be prac­
tically no limit to the ambition • :o 
whica Germany might indulge, or the 
glowing prospects opened to her in 
every quarter of the globe.

The prime minister referred to 
Bemhardi’s. contention, that . “Tne 
British, self-governing 
could be completely ignored, as fur 
as concerns any European theatre of 
war,” and the uerman belief that the 
British Empire was a s' m and show­
ed that a contradiction to these the­
ories would be supplied by the 250,- 
000 men from the self-governing do­
minions who would be placed in the 
field. There could be only one end t<« 
the conflict, through the overthroW-of 
the most powerful and highly organiz­
ed system of militarism that ever ex­
isted, must necessarily entail a ter­
rible and perhaps protracted struggle.

Concluding, Sir Robert said that 
the. thirty thousand Canadians at’ 
Salisbury Plain would soon be at th-i 
front unless the war ended more 
quickly than had been anticipated.
